Q: The LCD screen shows no image.

A: 1. Please make sure the camera is turned on

2. Please reset the camera and reconnect if there is still no image
when the camera is turned on.

Q: The screen power runs out very fast.

A: The display will always be in monitor mode and use time will be
shortened if screensaver mode is not turned on. So, we recommend
to set the screen entering screensaver mode when not to operate
for certain time, which can save unnecessary electricity.
