Note to Satellite Dish Installer: This reminder is provided to call your attention to articles 810 and 820 of the 2005 National 
Electrical Code. Refer to article 810, in particular 810-1 and 810-15, for required grounding of the metal structure of the dish 
antenna. Refer also to the 810-2 which, by reference to article 820, requires that the satellite dish coaxial cable shield be 
connected to the grounding system of the building as close to the point of cable entry as practical.

The DIRECTV Genie Remote Control (Model series RC71 and above) with 

Radio Frequency (RF) technology offers improved functionality and a host 

of convenient benefits. While the Genie Remote comes factory-set to Infra 

Red (IR) Mode, so it works with your earlier model Receivers. You can easily 

change the settings on your DIRECTV Genie HR44 Receiver, your Genie Mini 

(C41 only) and Genie Wireless Mini (C41W and above) to take advantage of the 

many benefits of RF like:

 Improved command speed

 Extended battery life (up to a year)

 Reduced interference

 No more “line-of-sight” operation which required that you point the 

Remote directly at the Receiver or client. It even works through  

cabinet doors.

During the programming process, the Genie Remote becomes paired with 

the DIRECTV Receiver you want it to work with. However, you can easily pair 

it with a different DIRECTV Receiver, Genie Mini or other DIRECTV® Ready 

client anytime.

Programming Your Genie Remote

1. Make sure your TV is turned on. 

2. Make sure the TV to which you want to program your Genie Remote is 

turned on.

3. Press MENU on the Remote, then select Settings & Help from the left 

menu.

4. Select Settings from the Settings & Help screen.

5. Select Remote Control from the left menu

6. Select IR/RF Setup.

7. Use the arrow keys to select IR or RF, depending on which Receiver you 

wish to pair the remote with, then arrow to select Continue.

8. Follow the onscreen instructions.

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DIRECTV UNIVERSAL REMOTE CONTROL (RC65 & EARLIER)
 

The DIRECTV Universal Remote works with your pre-Genie Receivers, as well 

as the latest Genie DVRs and Mini Clients, as long as the newer devices are 

programmed to operate in IR Mode. 

If your DIRECTV System was installed professionally, your Remote is already 

programmed to operate your Receiver and TV. To re-program the Remote for 

a different TV or other audio-visual equipment, press MENU, select Settings & 

Help, Settings, then Remote Control and follow the onscreen instructions.

POWER BUTTON & MODE SWITCH

Use the POWER (PWR) button and Mode Switch to turn a single component on 

or off (a DVD player or surround sound system, etc.). Move the Mode Switch 

to the position that matches the component you want to control, and use the 

POWER button to turn it off or on. The Mode switch must always be in the far left 

position to control your DIRECTV Receiver. If the Mode Switch is in a position that 

has not been programmed, or if you press a button that is not supported by that 

particular piece of equipment, an onscreen message will display to alert you. 

NOTE: If you have one or more of DIRECTV’s previous model Universal Remote 
Controls (Model RC65 or earlier), you can continue using it with your existing 
Receivers (HR34 and earlier) and DIRECTV Clients (C31 and earlier).

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BASIC BUTTON CONTROLS ON DIRECTV REMOTES

The navigation and destination keys below are common to all models of 

DIRECTV Remotes: 

MENU – Evokes the main menu for access to all features in your DIRECTV 

System

INFO – Displays the Channel Banner where you can get information about 

your current program.

GUIDE – Accesses the Program Guide. 

LIST – Accesses the Playlist screen.

EXIT – Dismisses any menu screen/box and returns you to your current 

programming. 

ARROW Keys  & SELECT – Navigate through any menu screen or dialog box. 

BACK/ Left ARROW Key – Returns you to your previous location. 

 SCREEN HINT BUTTONS

Both Remotes feature special buttons that offer shortcuts within the 

DIRECTV interface. These buttons coincide with graphical “screen hint” icons 

that display at the bottom left of your screen. The buttons include the DASH, 

ENTER, and RED buttons on both the Genie and Universal Remotes, and 

the ACTIVE, GREEN, YELLOW and BLUE buttons on the Universal Remote 

only. Examples of the screen hints and their functionality are included in this 

chapter and throughout this User Guide.

DVR CONTROL BUTTONS

Below are the DVR control buttons common to both types of Remotes with exceptions as noted.* 

PLAY / SLOW MOTION
R

RECORD

Starts the recorded video or paused live TV 

currently on screen. Hold button down for 

slow motion.

Records programs in the Guide and live 

TV. Press twice to record a series.

PAUSE / FRAME BY FRAME STOP**

Freezes the action of any live or 

prerecorded TV program. While paused, 

press FFWD or REW to move forward or 

backward frame by frame.

Stops playback of recorded program, and 

loads an Info screen with live TV displayed 

at the top right of screen.

FFWD / JUMP TO TICKMARK REPLAY  / JUMP TO BEGINNING OF PROGRAM

Fast-forwards recorded or live-stored 

video. Press up to 4 times to fast-forward 

at increasing speeds. Press ADVANCE 

while fast-forwarding to go to the next 

15 or 30-minute tickmark. Press PLAY to 

return to normal play.

Jumps the program you’re watching 

backwards 6 seconds and plays from 

that point. Hold down REPLAY to jump to 

program beginning.

REW / JUMP TO TICKMARK ADVANCE / JUMP TO END OF PROGRAM

Rewinds recorded or live-stored video. 

Press up to 4 times to rewind at increasing 

speeds. Press REPLAY while rewinding 

to go to the previous 15-minute tickmark. 

Press PLAY for normal play.

Jumps ahead in recorded or live-stored 

video by 30 seconds. Press multiple times 

to skip 30 second increments. Hold down 

to continue to skip to end.

CHECKING REMOTE CONTROL STATUS

You can access the More System Info screen to see the status of 

any Remote on a Receiver or Client.  Press MENU, select Settings 

& Help, arrow over to Settings, then select Info & Test from the 

left menu. Select More System Info from the lower right of the 

screen. Using the ARROW keys, scroll down the list of information 

to Remote Control to view related information. If more than one 

Genie remote is paired with the Genie HR44 or other Receiver, it 

will display in the listing Other Paired Remotes. 

NOTE: Each time you press a button, the green light at the top of 
Remote flashes. If it flashes several times with a single press, the 
batteries (size AA) need to be replaced.

NOTE: For more information about the DIRECTV Remote Controls, 
use our online interactive tool that details all the button functions 
for both remotes.

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When you use the DVR control buttons, this indicator bar appears 

at the bottom of the screen to show where you are in the program 

and how far you can go forward or back. For live programs, the 

progress bar is green and the time shown is the time of day.

The current time 
shows where you 

are in the program 
you are viewing.

The left end of the 
green bar shows 

how far back in time 
you can go.

The right end of the green 
bar shows how far ahead 

you can go.

If you press the RECORD button during a live show, the progress 

bar turns orange and the orange record icon appears next to the 

title of the show.

TTHEE PPRROOGRESS BAR
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Your DVR saves programs to the hard drive instantly and 

continuously, while you watch. This “live buffer” lets you pause, 

rewind, fast forward* or instant replay (jump back 6 seconds). If 

you start watching a program late, even if it is not set to record, 

you can back up to the beginning (up to 90 minutes) using REW, 

as long as you haven’t changed channels since the program 

started. Simply press PLAY during a show to display the progress 

bar and see how far back in time you can go. 

NOTE: *You cannot fast forward during live TV until you pause or 
rewind a program.

 Input a channel number to tune directly to it. 

 Press the right ARROW button to scroll programming that’s 

playing up to 14 days in the future on a particular channel.

PROGRAM INFO

Press INFO on any program to see its associated info screen, 

which screen displays the program’s description and provides 

other information and functionality:

 Watch or record the program, view a list of other showings or 

episodes, and more. 

 Rotten Tomatoes™ – This popular film/TV Critic ratings 

system  uses fresh or rotten tomato icons to represent critic 

scores.

 Flixster – This audience ratings service uses upright or 

spilled popcorn icons to represent audience scores.  

(A 60%+ awards the fresh tomato and upright popcorn, 

respectively.)

 Cast & Crew – see info on actors, directors, producers, etc. 

who worked on the show or movie. Select a name to view 

the “Filmography”, which is the actor or crew member’s 

entertainment resume. 
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 You Might Like – displays shows similar to the current 

program. 

 Parental Info – shows info from Common Sense Media, a 

non-profit, independent organization that provides ratings 

and reviews for TV shows and movies. You can decide 

appropriate programs for your children based on program 

description;  details on a program’s language, violence and 

sexual content; and age-appropriate indicator.

LOCAL CHANNELS

Your DIRECTV-provided local channels can be found in the 

Guide from channel numbers 2 through 69. 

HD AND SD CHANNELS

DIRECTV has a tremendous offering of HD channels and they 

are spread throughout the Guide. They are identified by an 

“HD”, look for HD after the program title in the Guide. If you 

want to see only the HD version of a channel in the Guide go to 

Chapter 6, “Settings: Display: Preferences”, for instructions on 

how to make that setting.

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3D CHANNELS

3D channels are in the 100s series in the Guide, starting on 

channel 103.  For a list of 3D programs, press GUIDE, press 

the DASH (—) key* and then select Sort programs by category.  

Select 3D and a list of 3D programs will display. 

NOTE: *If you are using the DIRECTV Universal Remote, press 
GUIDE, the YELLOW button, and follow the same instructions 
as above for 3D channel list.

INTERACTIVE CHANNELS

Interactive Channels allow you to interact with what you see 

onscreen. When accessing these channels, it may take a few 

seconds for the software to download.

 To access the ACTIVE™ Channel, press MENU, select 

Extras, then arrow over to the Active icon†. The channel is 

ready to interact when the yellow highlight box appears. 

 To exit an interactive channel, press GUIDE and select 

another channel, or just directly input the numbers of 

the destination channel on your Remote while still on the 

ACTIVE Channel.

 Other interactive channels, such as Sports Mix let 

customers with a qualifying programming package see up

If you are watching a show and want a quick look at what’s on next, 

press ENTER to display a one-line mini Program Guide. Use it for 

the channel you’re currently watching or type in a new channel 

number to see what’s airing next there. Look for the channel or 

time you want using the Up, Down, Left & Right arrows. Press 

SELECT on the new show to go to that channel.

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When you find a currently airing show in the Guide you want to 

watch, press SELECT and the Receiver changes to that channel. 

The Channel Banner briefly displays at the top of the screen with 

program title, channel number, date, time and other information.

You can also press INFO to display the Channel Banner while 

watching a program.

The Channel Banner also provides easy access to Messages, 

the last four channels you watched, Favorite Channels, Closed 

Captioning, Audio and Video options, and Parental Controls.

MESSAGES

Select Messages, to see your messages. DIRECTV sends 

messages to you for important news items or special promotions. 

When you have new mail, an envelope icon appears in the 

Channel Banner.

Select Info to read a brief description of the program. For detailed

When you select a channel from this list, the Receiver 

will tune to that channel. This is an easy way to toggle among the 

channels you watch most often.

FAVORITE CHANNELS

Select Favorites to update the Program Guide to show only the 

channels you want to see.  You have four options to choose from 

such as, All Channels, Channels I Get, Custom 1 and Custom 

2.  Channels I Get displays only the channels you subscribe to.  

Custom 1 and 2 are self-created lists of your favorite channels. 

If one of your self-created lists is active, select the Add... or

You can 

also customize your Parental Controls settings by selecting 

Parental Controls.  For more information on Parental Controls 

settings, see the “Parental Controls” section in Chapter 6.

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PICTURE-IN-PICTURE

Watch two programs, live or recorded, at the same time. While 

watching one program, press the INFO button on your remote. 

Select PIP. The program you’re currently watching moves 

into a smaller window on your screen. The larger video is the 

active program and can be controlled by your remote. To switch 

between programs, press the DOWN ARROW. 

To change the position of the smaller window, press INFO on 

your remote. Select PIP and choose a position from the  

options provided.

FROM LIVE TV

To record a show you are currently watching, simply press 

RECORD once. 

FROM THE GUIDE

You don’t have to be watching a show to record it. Simply find 

it in the Program Guide and press the RECORD button. The 

orange record icon appears to confirm that your show is being 

recorded or is scheduled to record. 

NOTE: If you have a Genie HD DVR (HR34, HR44 & above), you 
can record up to five shows simultaneously. Otherwise, you can 
record two shows at the same time on previous model DIRECTV 
DVR. You can record two shows at the same time with your 
DIRECTV DVR, if you have made the proper connections to your 
satellite dish.

CHANGING A RECORD OPTION

Some live events and even a few TV shows run past their 

allotted time slot. Although your DVR is very smart, it sets up 

all recordings based on the start and stop times the content 

partners provide give us for the Program Guide.

RECOORDDINNNGG AA SSIINGGGLEE SSHOOWWW
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If you are watching while recording, and you think your show 

might go into the next time slot, press INFO on the remote, then 

select More Info and Recording from the onscreen choices to see 

the recording options for that show. Once there, you can change 

the stop time or any other option. To save your changes, select 

Save Changes.

If your show is set to record in the future, it will appear in the 

Guide or To Do list. Press INFO to display the Info screen. To 

change a recording option for that one show, select Episode 

Options and choose whichever option or options you want to 

change. If you want to change a recording option for every show 

in the series, select Series Options and then choose the options 

you want to change.

STOPPING AN IN-PROGRESS RECORDING

If you press the RECORD button a second time on a single 

show (like a movie), an onscreen message will appear with the 

following options:

 Keep Recording

 Change Recording

 Stop Recording (cancels the recording)

RECCCORRDINNGG AAA SINGLE SHOW
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FROM LIVE TV

If the show you are currently watching is a series and not a 

single event (like a movie), simply press the RECORD button 

twice to automatically record every episode of the series. The 

RECORD icon is now a repeated circle R to let you know that this 

is a series and not a single recording.

FROM THE GUIDE

As mentioned previously, you don’t have to be watching a series 

to record it. Simply find it in the Program Guide and press the 

RECORD button twice to record all episodes of it.

If recording a sports program from the Guide, you can also 

choose the Season Record option that will appear if available for 

the game, event, or other serialized or repeated sports related 

content you want to record. Please see SPORTS in Chapter 3 for 

more information on Season Record.

CHANGING A RECORD OPTION

If you are currently watching a series show and need to extend 

the recording time or change any other recording option, press 

INFO on the remote, select More Info and then Series Options 

from the onscreen choices. If you see a series set to record in 

the future in the Program Guide or the To Do List, to change a 

record option, press INFO and select Series Options.

RECOORDDINNNGG AA SSEERIESSRECOORDDINNNGG AA SSEERIESS
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STOPPING AN IN-PROGRESS RECORDING

If you press the RECORD button a third time on a series, an 

onscreen message will appear giving you the choice to Keep 

Recording, Change Recording Options, or Stop Recording. 

REECCOORDING A SERIES
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Press LIST on the remote to see a list of recorded shows. Or, 

press MENU and select Recordings, then Playlist. Use the 

arrow keys to highlight the desired show, press SELECT, then 

select Play (or Resume if you’ve already watched part of the 

show) to start the show. 

You can use any of the DVR control buttons (PAUSE, FFWD, 
REW, etc.) while watching your recorded show from select 
channels. If you press STOP, the show will stop and an 

information screen with various options will appear. The last 

channel viewed in live TV will appear in the upper-left corner of 

the screen. To return to full-screen live TV, press EXIT or  

select Done.

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The Playlist screen displays all your recorded programs. To 

get to the Playlist screen directly, press LIST on the remote, 

or press MENU and select Recordings, then Playlist.

The time, date and channel of each recorded program is 

displayed to the right of the program title. Icons identifying 

program status are displayed to the left of the program title 

(for example, a circle K for Keep Until I Delete).

Highlighting a program title in the Playlist displays the 

program description. If you press SELECT or INFO on a 

program, an Info screen is displayed for the program that 

offers several actions including Play, Keep, Delete and others. 

Series programs are identified in the list with a folder icon. 
For example, if you record a weekly comedy series, the title for 

that series is shown with a folder icon. Press SELECT on the 

series title to see the recorded episodes for that series. The 

number of new (not viewed) programs and total programs for 

each series is displayed to the right of the series name; for 

example, “2 New/5 Total”. Press PLAY on a series to play all 

the episodes in the folder, in order from oldest to newest.

From the Playlist screen, press the ENTER button to display

If you are set up on a Whole-Home DVR or Genie network, this 

option lets you select whether to see all available titles from all 

Receivers, or just those on the “local” Receiver.

MANAGING MY PLAYLIST

Your DVR has a lot of recording space but it is possible to fill up 

the hard drive if you record regularly.  A quick way to check how 

much space you have available is the Disk Space Bar. 
 

Dissk Spaccee BBaar

The Disk Space bar is at the bottom of your Playlist.  It shows the 

approximate amount of space available on your disk at any given 

time. 

The Disk Space bar shows programs you have designated Keep 

Until I Delete in dark blue, programs subject to expiration or 

automatic deletion in light blue, and the remaining unused disk 

space that is available for recording in black.

When your disk is full, the oldest programs (viewed or not) are 

automatically deleted to make room for new ones.  
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Keeepp

If you have a program you would like to prevent from being 

automatically deleted when your disk is full, highlight the show 

you want to keep and press ENTER on your remote. A blue, K icon 

will appear next to the program title indicating it will be kept until 

you delete it. You may be tempted to make all of your recordings 

Keep Until I Delete, but if your hard drive reached capacity, new 

recordings will not be possible.

Another way to manage your Playlist is to delete recordings you 

no longer want.

Deelette

Highlight a single show or a series (indicated by a folder icon) 

and press the RED button to delete it.  If you delete a folder, 

all episodes of that series will be deleted.  Don’t worry about 

pressing the RED button accidentally.  You will always see a 

confirmation message before you delete anything.

Note that HD programs take up more disk space than standard 

definition (SD). So, you may want to record your favorite content in 

HD, while recording other shows in SD to optimize your use of the 

available recording capacity.

PLAAYYYLISSTT
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Once you have scheduled recordings, you can find the status 

and history of those recordings by pressing MENU and selecting 

Recordings, then Manage Recordings to see the following 

options: To Do List, Series Manager, Queue, History, Purchases, 

Manual Record and Record Defaults. These features are 

described on the next few pages.

TO DO LIST

The To Do List displays recordings your DVR is scheduled to 
make in the future. Icons next to the titles indicate whether the 

recording is a single event, part of a series, or an autorecord 

based on a person or keyword search. The list is ordered by time 

with the next recordings at the top and the most distant future 

recordings at the bottom. You can use this screen to ensure your 

recordings are properly scheduled, or to delete future scheduled 

recordings you no longer want to record.

NOTE: DIRECTV On Demand programs that are scheduled to 
download via the Internet are shown in the Playlist, not the  
To Do List.

Deleting single shows is easy: Simply highlight the show you 

want to delete and press the RED button on the remote. A 

confirmation message will appear before you can delete the 

show.

The Series Manager screen displays a prioritized list of all the 

series you’ve scheduled to record.

The Queue screen displays movie titles that are in the queue

MAANNAAGGGE RREECCOORRRDINNGGSS
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HISTORY

Provides status information for every recording scheduled, 

whether they were completed, canceled or deleted. If you think 

something should have been recorded, but wasn’t, check here to 

look for an explanation.

PURCHASES

Provides status information for all Pay Per View programs that 

were bought on the Receiver you are currently using, and, if 

viewed, the date and time. To see purchase activity for other 

Receivers or Clients on your account, you must view it locally.

MANUAL RECORDINGS

To set up a recording based on channel, time and date, select 

Manual Record and enter all of your preferred options, including 

whether you want this to be a one-time or recurring recording (i.e. 

every Tuesday), channel, day and date, start time and duration. You 

can schedule a manual recording up to 14 days in advance.

RECORD DEFAULTS

The Record Defaults screen lets you set the recording options 

you want the Receiver to use each time it records. The Receiver’s 

default settings work best in most cases, but you may want to 

change them to your personal preferences.

MMMANAAAGE RECORDINGS
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 When recording a series, the Episode Type gives you the 

option to record first run only, repeats only, or both. 

 The Keep at Most option lets you decide how many 

episodes you want to keep: 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 10 or All. If you 

select All Episodes for a show that appears multiple times 

in the Guide, it may use up disk space rapidly.

 The Keep Until option lets you keep a recording until you 

delete it or until the disk is full, in which case the DVR can 

delete it automatically if the disk fills up. A recording that 

is labeled Keep Until I Delete will never be deleted until 

you do it manually. If all of your recordings are labeled 

that way and the disk fills up, no new recordings will occur 

until you manually delete some of your Keep Until I Delete 

recordings.

A simple reset of the DIRECTV® HD DVR can solve many issues. 

If you experience frozen audio or video, or a blank screen, or 

the Receiver won’t respond to remote or front panel button 

commands, try resetting your Receiver as follows:

  Press the red RESET button behind the access card panel 

door on the front of the your Receiver, then wait a few 

minutes for Program Guide information to be acquired.

  If you reset a Genie Mini and the problem persists, try 

resetting the Receiver.

  If the problems persist, try unplugging the power cord of the 

Receiver for 15 seconds, then plug it in again.

REAUTHORIZE YOUR RECEIVER

If your Receiver displayed the message “722 - Service Expired,” 

try reauthorizing your Receiver. On a computer, go to  

directv.com/reauthorize, log in to your account, and follow the 

onscreen instructions.

SYSTEM SOFTWARE UPDATES

DIRECTV sends system automatic software updates to your 

Receiver to improve performance and upgrade features and 

functions. The Receiver will give you the option to download 

software “now” or  “later.” Software downloads take just a few 

minutes and should be allowed to proceed when possible. When 

a download is in progress, your system will temporarily become 

unavailable. After the download, the Receiver may reset itself, 

after which, you can resume using your DIRECTV system. 

ONSCREEN MESSAGES

You may see an onscreen message similar to the one on the 

right occasionally. The top line of the message provides a brief 

description of the message purpose, while the second line 

displays instructions to follow. Most onscreen messages contain 

an error code in parentheses. Go to directv.com/troubleshooting 

and select the corresponding onscreen error message for 

solutions. 

The sample message at the right displays when you try to view 

to view a channel that is not in your programming package. In 

this case, you must, call Customer Service at 1.800.531.5000 and 

mention the error code number when prompted.
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RUN THE SYSTEM TEST

The System Test runs a basic diagnostics check on your DVR. 
 

First make sure that: 

1. All connections  — jacks, cables, etc. —  are in place correctly. See Appendix 2, “Connections for TV and Equipment” for 

more information.

2. Remote control has working batteries.

3. The access card is inserted in the DIRECTV® Receiver.

Then follow these steps:

1. Turn on your TV and the DVR (if you have the Universal Remote, slide the MODE switch to DIRECTV position).

2. Press MENU, then select Settings & Help. 

3. Select Settings then Info & Test.

4. Select Run System Test. 

5. If your system does not pass the System Test, check any of these potential trouble areas: cabling, satellite dish position, 

phone connection and access card.

6. If you continue to have problems, call DIRECTV Customer Service at 1.800.531.5000. 

NOTE: Occasional fluctuations in the phone line or satellite signal can give temporary false readings, therefore we recommend 
running a system test several times before concluding there is a problem.

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FRREEQUUENNTTLY AASKED QUESTIONS
Q: Whatt to do abbout ttememporraarry loss off sateellite ssiggnal, “froozzen” ppicturre,, or pictuure breakking into bbloocks / 

pixelss?

The image on your screen is frozen, blocky, or you see a message that says, “Searching for Satellite Signal (x 771)”.

Possible Causes:

  Severe weather (rain, snow, hail etc.) may cause this issue. 

  There may be an obstruction to your dish (debris, snow, ice, etc.) or a building or tree that blocks your line of sight to the satellite.

  There may be a problem with the cables running from your satellite dish to your DIRECTV® Receiver.

  If the picture is frozen, blocky, or pixelated, there may be a problem with the transmission from the source.

Solution:

  Weather issues are usually temporary. Wait for the weather to clear and 

your signal should return to normal.

  If there are no weather problems in your area, reset your DIRECTV DVR 

using the red RESET button behind the door on the front of the Receiver or 

by unplugging the Receiver for 15 seconds and then plugging it back in.

  Check all the connections on the back of your Receiver, starting with the 

SAT-IN connection, and make sure they’re secure.

  If the problem originates from the program source (for example, you see 

the problem on one channel, but not on any others), wait for the channel to 

resolve the issue.

  If there are obstructions blocking the dish’s path to the satellite, you should 

contact a professional to remove them, or a DIRECTV installer at 1.800.531.5000 to relocate your dish.

  If your signal strength is lower than 70 (60 or lower on HD Receivers) in good weather, contact a professional installer to 

realign your dish, or call DIRECTV at 1.800.531.5000.

Possible Causes:

   Your TV and/or your Receiver are not powered on.

   The DIRECTV® Receiver and most TVs and VCRs let you toggle between different video sources. Your TV may be on a different 

input source than what you are trying to view. 

   Your TV may not support the selected HD resolution from your Receiver.

Solution:

   Check that the DIRECTV® Receiver and TV are both powered on. 

   If you don’t see the DIRECTV picture, verify your current TV input by turning the TV on and off. Most TVs display the input in the 

upper right- or left-hand corner. If the input is set to something other than your DIRECTV Receiver, toggle through the inputs 

with the input button on the DIRECTV Remote (if programmed) or TV Remote a your picture displays. (If the DIRECTV Remote is 

not working for the TV, it may need to be programmed.)

If the TV Remote is not available:

1. Find the Input or Source button on your TV and press it. It may be on the front panel, sides, bottom, or top edges of your TV.

2. Slowly set the TV to each input option, one at a time. Sometimes it takes a second or two for the input to switch, so don’t 

proceed too quickly.

3. Set the TV to whichever input displays a picture.

   If you see a snowy screen and are using a coax connection to connect to the TV, make sure your TV is on channel 3 or 4.

   Press the TV/VCR button on the VCR Remote or on the VCR’s front panel. 

   If problems persist, turn off all equipment connected to your TV, wait a few minutes, then turn the DIRECTV® Receiver back on. 

   Check your connections and cables.
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FRREEQUUENNTTLY AASKED QUESTIONS
   Check the HD output resolutions and deselect those not supported by your TV. For 1080p programs, some TVs do not 

support the 24 frame-per-second rate DIRECTV provides. Press the RES button on your Receiver’s front panel to change the 

resolution to one your TV supports.

Q: Why doesn’t my remmomote wwoork?

Possible Causes:

  Weak batteries are the most common problem.

  Trying to operate equipment other than your DIRECTV Receiver.

  Remote sensor on the Receiver could be blocked.

Solution:

For the DIRECTV Universal Remote Control (RC65 and earlier models):

  Check that nothing is between the Remote Control and the remote sensor.

  Make sure the Remote is in DIRECTV mode. Slide the MODE switch on the Remote to the DIRECTV position so the Remote will 

control the DIRECTV® Receiver.

  If you are trying to operate a device other than the DIRECTV DVR 

that you have programmed the Remote to control, make sure you 

first slide the MODE switch to the mode that is programmed for that 

device (AV1 or AV2). The indicator light for the component you’re 

trying to control should light up when you press a valid key for that 

component. If it doesn’t, make sure the MODE switch is in the correct 

position.

For All Remote Controls:

  Check the batteries in the Remote. They may be weak, dead or installed incorrectly. Try replacing batteries. 

  If you’re entering a channel number that is less than four digits long, the Receiver might wait two seconds before tuning to

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the channel. Press ENTER after entering a channel number to tune immediately.

  Make sure the device you are trying to control has been programmed to your DIRECTV Remote Control. See Chapter 6, 

“Settings & Help: Settings: Remote Control” for instructions on how to program your remote to control other devices.

  If the indicator lights on the remote control start flashing, the batteries in the remote control are running low and should be 

replaced soon. You may also see an onscreen message that the batteries are low. Note that when you replace the batteries, 

you should not have to reprogram your remote to control other devices unless the batteries have been completely dead for a 

month or more.

Q: Why won’t my DIREECCTV® RRReceiveer oor Client tuurrn on?

Your Receiver or Client won’t turn on with either the Remote or from the front panel.

Possible Causes:

   Remote batteries have an insufficient charge.

   Receiver / Client or power strip is not plugged in to a power source, or power cord is not plugged in to the Receiver.

   Wall outlet is not providing power.

Solution:

If your Receiver or Client won’t turn on, the problem may be with the device itself, or with the remote control. Please try the 

following:

To Check the Receiver or Client (C31, C41, C41W and above): 

   Verify the detachable power cord is plugged into the back of the DIRECTV® Receiver or Client and the wall outlet. 

   Check the outlet or power strip to make sure it is “live” by plugging in something else. 

   Try plugging Receiver or Client into a different wall outlet.

   Make sure the outlet is not controlled by a wall switch. 

   Unplug Receiver or Client for five minutes, and then plug it in again.

   If your Receiver or Client is plugged into a power strip, check the power strip and reset by pressing its reset button. Make 

sure the Receiver or Client is plugged into a power strip outlet that has continuous power. Some power strips have energy 

saving ports that only operate when a device is plugged in and powered on.

To Check the Remote:

   Press the power button on the front panel. If your device turns on, the issue is with the Remote. 

   For the Universal Remote, make sure the MODE switch is in the left-most position (DIRECTV Mode), and press PWR (power 

key) or press POWER button on the front panel of the Receiver. On the Genie Remote, this step is not necessary. See the 

next bullet for more info. 

   Make sure remote batteries have sufficient charge. For the Universal Remote, the green light should be solid green when 

you press its PWR button. If the light blinks several times slowly, replace the batteries. If there is no light, make sure 

batteries are inserted with the positive and negative ends in the proper positions. Otherwise, replace batteries. For the 

Genie Remote, a low battery indicator is displayed on your Receiver when the batteries need to be replaced.

   Make sure nothing is blocking the IR sensor on the Receiver. Remote must be pointed at Receiver, unless it is capable of RF 

(as is the case with the Genie Remote) and has been set up as RF.

I see a mmessaage on myy TTV sccrreeen thaat says, “Pleaasse Call CCusstomeer Servvice x7211.” What’ss goinng onn?

Possible Causes

   The channel you’re trying to watch may not be included in your programming package.

   Your DIRECTV® Receiver may not have the programming information for this channel.

Solutions

   If the channel is part of your programming package, try resetting your Receiver by turning it off and unplugging it. Wait 15 

seconds, then plug it back in and turn it on.

   If the channel is not part of your programming package, you can change your package online or call 1.800.531.5000.

   Finally, try reauthorizing your Receiver. On a computer, go to directv.com/reauthorize and follow the onscreen instructions. You 

will need to be logged into your account on directv.com to complete this process.
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Q: Why doees mmy Prooggrress BBBaar freezze while acquuiring Guidee dataa / daataa from satellite?? 

While the Acquiring Guide Data or Acquiring Data From Satellite message is on the screen, progress freezes during download.

Possible Causes:

  This may be normal. After five minutes, the screensaver will display. 

Press any key on the remote to see the progress bar again. 

   This may happen if your satellite dish isn’t adjusted properly.

Solution:

   If satellite data acquisition still does not move forward, press the RESET 

button behind the access panel door on the front of the DIRECTV® 

Receiver and wait for Program Guide information to be acquired.

Q: Why are mmy vvideo aanndd audddioo out oof ssync?

The audio track does not match the lip movements on the screen.

Possible Causes:

  Problem with how the program was produced or how it was sent to DIRECTV for broadcast.

  Your surround sound system may be out of sync, or may be set up incorrectly.

Solution:

  Change the channel on your DIRECTV® Receiver. This may re-sync the audio.

  Rewind the program for about 5 seconds, then fast forward to live programming.

  Try replacing or switching the cables between your surround sound system and your DIRECTV Receiver. Refer to your 

surround sound system’s manual for assistance.

FREQQUUENTLLY AAAASKEED QUEESTIOOONSS
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  If the issue continues, reset your DIRECTV Receiver. Press the RESET button behind the access panel door on the front of the 

DIRECTV Receiver. You can also press MENU, press SELECT Settings & Help, then Settings. Select the Reset item from the 

left menu and follow the onscreen instructions.

Q: Why is there no aaududio wwith pictuuree?

You can see a picture from your DIRECTV® Receiver, but there is no sound.

Possible Causes:

  A setting (such as mute or volume) may have changed on the Receiver or your TV.

  The cables between your TV and the Receiver may not be connected properly, or there may be a problem with an external 

stereo or surround sound system.

  Verify that your surround sound system is working, if applicable.

  Your TV may not support the selected HD resolution from your Receiver.

Solution:

  Verify that the MUTE button is not activated on your Remote.

  Raise or lower the volume. Did volume meter display on TV?

  Test sound on your TV by changing the input to another source, such as a DVD player, game box, or antenna.

  If connected to stereo or surround sound system, verify components are on and set to the correct mode, and that audio 

cables are secure and connected correctly.

  If the issue continues, reset your DIRECTV® Receiver. Press the RESET button behind the access panel door on the front of 

the DIRECTV® Receiver. You can also press MENU, select Settings & Help, then Settings. Select the Reset item from the left 

menu and follow the onscreen instructions.

  Check the HD output resolutions and deselect those not supported by your TV. For 1080p programs, some TVs do not support 

the 24 frame-per-second rate DIRECTV provides. Also, many TVs do not support 480i. You may have to press the RES button 

on your Receiver’s front panel to set the resolution to one your TV supports.
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Q: What to doo abbout ppaarrtial pproogrammmiing looss; chhaannels mmisssing ffrom Guide; channel iss inn thee Guidde but I 
can’t tune to iit?

Your Program Guide is missing channels, or you are unable to use the Guide to tune to a channel.

Possible Causes:

  The channels might be excluded from the Favorites list currently in use. 

  Your satellite dish may be incorrectly configured.

  Your Receiver information may need to be refreshed.

Solution:

  To change your Favorites List, press GUIDE on the Remote, then press the DASH [—] button and select Change Favorites List,  

then All Channels. 

  Enter the channel number using the number pad on the remote control.

  Check the dish type set in your Receiver’s preferences: Press MENU, select Settings & Help, Settings, Info & Test, then More 

System Info. Check the Satellite Dish Type shown on the System Setup screen to see if it is correct. If not,  select Satellite 

from the left menu, then select Repeat Satellite Setup. Follow the steps. From the Satellite Dish Type screen, make sure the 

proper dish type is selected.

  To refresh your Receiver information, go to directv.com/reauthorize. You will need to be logged into your account on 

directv.com to begin this process.
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Q: Why does myy DIREECCTTV® RRReeceiver tuurn ooff whiilee playingg??

Your Receiver turns off unexpectedly.

Possible Causes:

  Excessive heat may have caused the Receiver to go into a standby state. 

  Electronic protection circuit may have been activated due to a power surge. 

  You may have blown a circuit breaker or be experiencing a power outage.

  Parental viewing limits may have been activated on your DIRECTV® Receiver.

Solution:

  Ensure that your Receiver has plenty of ventilation and that nothing is on top of the Receiver.

  Wait 30 seconds for internal circuits to reset, then turn Receiver back on.

  Consider using a line conditioner or surge protector.

  Consult an electrician if the problem is frequent or severe, especially if other household appliances or electronics are affected. 

  If parental limits are active, turn your DIRECTV® Receiver on again and enter your parental lock code when prompted.

Q: Why does myy DIREECCTTV DVVRR turn onn or cchangge channels unexppecteddly?

Your Receiver changes to a different channel without a Remote command. 

Possible Causes:

  A scheduled recording may be about to begin, so the Receiver is changing channels to record the show as requested.

  Your TV’s timer may have been activated.
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Solution:

  Check your To Do List to see if there are other scheduled recordings. Press MENU, select Recordings, then Manage 

Recordings, then To Do list.

  Check your TV owner’s manual to turn off the TV’s timer.

Q: Why is myy scrreen bblanank?

There is no viewable video or image on the screen. Screen could be black, blue, grey or seem like the TV is off.

Possible Causes:

  Your TV and/or your Receiver are not powered on.

  Your Receiver may be hooked up to the TV incorrectly.

  You may be on the wrong video source for your DIRECTV® Receiver.

  You may be tuned to a channel that is not currently broadcasting, or that you don’t subscribe to.

Solution:

  Check that DIRECTV DVR and TV are both powered on.

  Read Appendix 2, “Connections to TV and Equipment” for instructions about connecting your Receiver.

  Press the INPUT button on the white TV remote control to change video source. If you are using the Black & Universal Remote, 

press ENTER and hold for three (3) seconds to bring up the TV INPUT to change the video source.

  Try another channel and see if you have live video. 

  Press the POWER button on the front panel of the DIRECTV® Receiver.

  Press the red RESET button behind the door on the front panel of the Receiver.

  The program may have been blocked by Parental Locks.
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Q: Why is Caller ID nott wworkinngg?

Caller ID information isn’t showing on your TV screen when phone calls come in.

Possible Causes:

  You don’t subscribe to Caller ID service through your local phone company.

  The Caller ID feature in your DIRECTV® Receiver is turned off. See “Caller ID” in Chapter 5.

  You are using a wireless phone jack, which usually will not transmit Caller ID information.

Solution:

  Contact your local phone company to subscribe to Caller ID service.

  Turn on Caller ID notification. Press MENU, select Extras, then Caller ID, then Turn On Notices. 

  Verify that your wireless phone jack transmits Caller ID information. If not, connect a standard phone cable to your Receiver 

or replace your wireless phone jack.

Q: Why didn’’t a prograamm I trieedd to reccoord show uupp in the MMyy Playllist scrreen?

You wanted to record a program to watch later, but it is not listed in your Playlist.

Possible Causes:

  Someone else may have prevented the recording or erased the program after it recorded.

  The recording may have been cancelled due to a conflict with another program with higher priority in the Prioritizer.

  The program may have been blocked by Parental Locks.

  You may have deleted a Series recording. If you delete a Series by pressing RECORD on an episode in the Guide, you cancel 

the entire series, not just the highlighted episode.
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Solution:

  To see if the program was recorded then deleted, press MENU, select Recordings, then Manage Recordings, then in the left 

menu, select History. 

  If the recording was cancelled due to a scheduling conflict, you will need to record the program again and if necessary you 

will need to adjust the programming priority. See the “Manage Recordings: Series Manager” section in Chapter 4 for details. 

  Check the Parental Locks on your Receiver and TV. Adjust the content ratings, if necessary.

Q: I wantted too reecord aa pprogrraam, but I ggot aan 

recordd. Whhat do I doo??

Your DIRECTV DVR can record up to two programs at once, or it can record one program while you watch another live program.

Possible Causes:

  You tried to record three programs at the same time or tried to watch a live program while recording two others at the same time.

  There was an overlap in the programs you tried to record.

Solution:

  If you tried to record three programs at once, or watch a live TV program with two others recording, you will need to decide 

which recording to cancel.

  If the overlap is a couple of minutes (for example, some networks occasionally start programs at 8:59 instead of 9:00 p.m.), 

adjust your recording start and end time Recording Options. See the “Changing a Record Option” section in Chapter 4.

  Someone else manually deleted the program.

  The hard drive on your DVR is full. The program may not have recorded. 
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Q: I recoorded a pprogramm but tthhe recoordding sstoppedd just beefoore the end so I misssed thee laast biit of thee 

progrram. WWhyy?

Your recording stopped before the program or event ended.

Possible Causes:

  The program you were trying to record may have started or ended early.

  If you were trying to record a sporting event, the event may have run over its allotted time.

  You may have had a recording conflict with a higher priority program.

   Someone may have manually ended the recording.

Solution:

  Try setting the end time of the recording in the Record Options so the recording ends one or two minutes later (or more, if 

necessary). You may be able to record the same program again later in the week. Check the Program Guide for additional 

showings.

  For sporting events, you may want to extend the recording stop time 15 minutes or more to protect against overtime games.

  If you had a priority conflict, try adjusting your start and end times. You may need to choose a different time slot to record a 

program if the conflict continues.

Q: Why was aa prrogramm I recoordded disspplayedd in thhee My Playylist scrreen, but deleted befooree I coould wwaatch it?

Your recording(s) were deleted before you had a chance to view them.

Possible Causes:

  Someone else manually deleted the program.

  The hard drive on your DVR is full. The program may not have recorded. 

  The Receiver may have deleted older recordings to make room for newer ones.
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  You exceeded the allotted purchase or viewing time on a Pay Per View movie or event.

  Bad weather may have caused a loss in signal. Your Receiver will automatically delete these incomplete programs.

Solution:

  Delete some of the content on your DVR to make room for new recordings.

  Change your recording options to keep programs until you delete them manually. See “Recording a Single Show” or 

“Recording a Series” in Chapter 4 for details. 

  You can also change a recording you’ve already made to Keep Until I Delete. See “Managing My Playlist” in Chapter 4. 

  To avoid this in the future, you can change settings for recordings that you’ve set to occur in the future, but haven’t recorded 

yet. Press MENU, select Recordings, then Manage Recordings, then To Do List, choose the show you want to change and 

select it, select RECORD, press SELECT on Keep…, press SELECT on the Keep Until box to change it to I Delete, use the 

ARROW button to move over to Update and press SELECT.

  If you recorded a DIRECTV CINEMA movie or Pay Per View event, but did not watch it, the time which you are allowed to 

purchase or watch it may have expired. To avoid this in the future, check your Pay Per View recordings in the My Playlist 

screen for expiration dates.

Q: I’ve seet up a series rreeccordinngg. Whyy ddo I gget rerunns and mmuultiple copies of the same pproogramm?

Your DVR is getting full of duplicate recordings of the same program, or old episodes of the chosen show.

Possible Causes:

  Your series is set to record both First Run and Repeat episodes.

  The programmer may not provide enough details in the program description for your Receiver to determine whether the 

program is a repeat.

Solution:

  When you set up a series, make sure you select only the “First Run” option. This is the default for one-touch recording unless 

you have changed your default recording settings. 
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Q: Why aare thhe DDIRECCTTVV mennuus/screeens noot dispplaying onn 

my TVV?   

OR   

Why ddo I ssee this mmeesssageee: “This TTVV or itts cabblees are 

not HD. Too seee screeeenn grapphhics, prresss the RESS kkey on 

the front oof thhe Recceeiver uuntil this mmessaage noo llonger 

appeaars”. 

When the Receiver resolution is set to 720p, 1080i, or 1080p, DIRECTV 
screens and menus (user interface) will not appear on Standard Definition (SD) outputs.  A message is displayed to notify you that 
the resolution setting needs to be changed.

Possible Causes:

  You have connected your Receiver to your TV using both a High Definition output (HDMI) and Standard Definition (SD) outputs 

(S-Video, Component (Red/Yellow/White), or Coaxial) on the same Receiver.

  You are using SD outputs (S-Video, Component (Red/Yellow/White), or Coaxial) and have the Receiver set to HD resolutions 

such as, 720p, 1080i or 1080p.

Solutions:

  Change the Receiver resolution to 480i or 480p by pressing the RES button on the front Receiver panel until 480i or 480p is selected.

  Uncheck all resolutions except 480i or 480p on the TV Resolutions menu. Press MENU, select Settings, HDTV and then TV 

Resolutions. Follow the onscreen instructions.

  Turn Native Off. Press MENU, select Settings, HDTV, Video, then Native, and follow the onscreen instructions.
