Replacing the Battery Cover
Slide the battery cover onto the back of
the device until it clicks.
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Charging the Battery

NOTICE
Your niivifone will not charge if it has
exceeded 104°F (40°C). If the niivifone
is mounted in the windshield, remove it
from the mount and place it somewhere
out of direct sunlight.

Charge the battery for at least four
hours before using the niivifone for the
first time.

1. Insert the plug into the AC power
adapter, if necessary.

2. Plug the USB cable into the AC
adapter.

3. Connect the mini-USB end of the
USB cable to the connector on the
bottom of the device.

4. Plug the AC adapter into a power
outlet.

7. Fit the gold contacts on the left side
of your niivifone into the cradle.

8. Tilt the niivifone back until it snaps
into the cradle.

9. Plug the other end of the vehicle
power cable into a power outlet in
your vehicle.
