SIM card installation

To install the SIM card
1. Remove the battery pack from Eee PC.

2. Locate the SIM card slot on the top-right corner of the battery pack
slot. Gently insert the SIM card into the card slot with the gold
contacts facing up until you hear a clicking sound.

RF Exposure information (SAR)

THIS MODEL MEETS INTERNATIONAL GUIDELINES FOR

Your mobile device is a radio transmitter and receiver. It is designed not
to exceed the limits for exposure to radio waves recommended by
international guidelines. These guidelines were developed by the
independent scientific organization ICNIRP and include safety margins
designed to assure the protection of all persons, regardless of age and
health.

The guidelines use a unit of measurement known as the Specific
Absorption Rate, or SAR. The ICNIRP SAR limits for mobile devices
used by the general public are as follows:

PCS 1900MHz : 0.015 W/kg

CDMA 1900MHz : 0.012 W/kg
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
