1.Ensure your Bluetooth Headset is fully charged,

2.Pair your charged Bluetooth Headset with a Bluetooth-gnable mobile phone
prior to use Bluetooth Headset first time,it is suggested that your fully recharge
the battery first,

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Charging your Headset

Connect the charger to a wall outlet and charge plug to the charging socket The
LED turn red,

Turning Your Headset On and Off

Turning on the headset

Press and hold the MFB for 3 secands until a "beep” is heard,
About paring function,please fefer to “Paring Your headset”.

Turning off the headset

Press and hold the MFB for approximalely 5 seconds unti] you see the LED
flash red and turn off.

Attention:If you will nol be using the headset for a while,you should censider
turning off the Bluetooth function on your mobile phone as well,

Paring Your Headset

The Headset works with Bluelooth=enable phones, pricr to using and paring
your headset for the first time please check if your mobile phone is Bluetooth=
enable,

The paring instructions for typical Bluetooth -enable mobile phone are
explained on the next page.The headsel paring procedure may vary
depending en the seting of your mobile phone.Please contact the
manufacture ef your mobile phone or its agent further information.

Paring Your Huadsel

Place the headset and the mobile phone where they are easily viewable
and no more than one meter apart

. Ensure the headset is turned off,

Press and hold the MFB for 5 seconds until Indicator light flash red

and blue alternately, and 2 "beep” is heard.

Activate your mobile phones " s Bluetooth function,pleasc refer to your

maobile phone user guide for defails

Set the mobile phone to search for Bluetooth devices within range and

select * SH52  from the list of devices shown.

. Enter passcode “0000" and press “ok” lu pair your headsel with mobile
phone .when the paring is completed ,the LED will flagh blue regularly
and the headset in standby mode.

7. Go back your mobile phone " s main menu.

Some meobile phone,when they are re-started ,the headsst will be connected

wilh the mobile phone automatically.
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Using Your Headsat

Answering / Rejecting Call

When acall is coming,the ring tone will be heard by headsel, Press the
MFB once to accept the call or answer the call via your mobile phone
in nermal way.

Double press the MFB to reject the incoming call

Ending a Call

While speaking, Press the MFB once 10 end the call or end the call via your
mobile phone in the normal way

Voice Dialing from Your Headset

If your mabile phone is equipped with voice dialing function . Press and
Shurlly hold the MFB key , and please say the voice tag according to mobile
phone lips,

Attention: For voice dialing, you must record the voice lag (the person
name)into your mobile phone prior to using the voice dialing function on the
headset  please refer to your mobile phone's user guide on how to
record the voice taa.

Last Number Redialling From Your Headset

In standby status, double press the MFB on your headset.

IMPORTANT: The above functions are only applicable to mobile phone with
Bluetooth handsfree profile. Functionality varies depending on the moblle
phone madel yeu have. Please refer ta your mobile phone uaer guide far

Adjusting the Volume

When you are on the phone or listening to the music, press the velume
button repeated untll you reach the desired volume level

Play/Pause Music

When the headset was connected with LUSE Dongle or steren mohile phone,
press the Play/Pause key to Play/Pause Music.

Next Track Key

While MP3 or bluetooth sterea playing, press the Next Track key to select
a next track.

Last Track Key

While MP3 or bluetooth stereo playing. press the Last Track key to select

2 last track

Delete the Pairing Status

In standhy status, hold " Last Track Key ™ and ~ Mext Track Key "for 5
seconds to delete the pairing status, then the headset will turn off
autamatically. The headset need to he ra-paired with your mohile phone
after power on again

Transferring a Call

Whila epeaking, two quick press the MFB to transfer the call from your
headset to your mobile phone(Please check if your mobile phone have this
function), repeat the above procedure to transfer the call from mobile phone
to your headset

Connected With the Last Paired Device

The headset will connect with the last paired mobile phone | if the
paring is successful ,the status indicator will flash blue every 4
seconds and in standby mode. if the paring can not be completed
within 5 minutes after the paring mode has been activated, the
headset will turn off automatically,

MP3 playing/control function
Being switch on.insert SD card.the MP3 will play automatically

- Being MP3 playing,see PIC the bluetooth has the normal function for:
“Volume+/-"and the "Nest/Last Track Key”

- press “Play/Pause It will Change the work model Detween MP3 mode and
bluetooth headset mode,

Troubleshooting
If you are unable to connect your headset and mobile phone, please try the
following:

Ensure your headset is turned off and is properly charged.

Ensure the headset is paired with your mobile phone,

Ensure your mobile phone' s Bluetooth feature is activated. Please refer
lu yuur mubile phune used guide for specific instrustion,

-Ensure the headset is within a 10meter range of your mobile headset
and there are no obstructions, such as walls or other electronic devices
in between.

If the above steps do not solve your problem, please recharge the headset
and remave your mobile phone battery for a short time.
