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Setting up your Water Dancing Soundbar

POWER ON/OFF
To turn on the Soundbar:

1. Connect the Soundbar and the computer with the USB power cable.
2. Press and release the power bution. The 16 LEDs will light up and an audio cue will indicate the system is on. To tum the Soundbar off,
press and release the power button. The LEDs will go off indicating power is off.
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Pairing: Turn on the Scundbar and an audio cue will indicate it is in "bluetooth mode”. Search *58X" on the bluetooth setting of the device.

Connected: Once the Soundbar is

fully paired and

d, you'll hear the audio tones.

Reconnect: After initially pairing and connecting your phene and speaker, you don't need to do it again.

AUX INPUT

To play audio using the audio cable, plug the cable from the audio device to the "AUX" jack on the back of the Soundbar. You'll hear the

audio tones that indicate it is in "AUX mode”.

Remark: Unplug the audio cable when swilching to Bluetooth Mode.
