Receiver and the Mouse, Keyboard e ?
1. Plug the Nano receiver into the USB port of your computer.
2. Insert the batteries into the mouse and keyboard, then your mouse and keyboard
will connect automatically.
3. If your wireless mouse and keyhoard has not been connected to your computer
after completing the previous steps, then put them into pairing mode.
4. Pairing : Press the connect button on the bottom of the mouse and keyboard,
If the mouse or keyboard does not work after 10 seconds, Re-pair again. Keep
the mouse and keyboard closer to the receiver while in pairing mode.
5. When the keyboard battery is low, the low power indicator will start to blink.
