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OEM Installation Instructions
The RE924-US Zwave module first requires that a RE922 GSM module be installed and setup in
the SimonXT host security panel, please refer to RE922 installation instructions if not already
done so.
1. The host SimonXT panel with RE922 module should be powered down, with battery
unplugged.
2. Open the panel and expose the back as shown in the following picture. The RE922 should
already be mounted in the expansion slot on the left.

3. Unwrap the RE924-US Zwave module, and remove the two adhesive backing strips.

4. Carefully line up the RE924's back connector with the mating connector on the RE922.
The connector is very small and sensitive, gently press down on the RE924 until you feel a
slight snap or click to ensure that the connector is properly mated.

5. Gently press down on the other parts of the RE924 to make sure both the adhesive backing

and the connector are firmly attached.

6. Re-connect the battery and power up the panel. The RE924 should work without any
further configuration.

7. Use the online web page or mobile app to start adding, removing and controlling all home
automation devices.
