2. Assembling



2.1 General information

The phone 1s a dual SIM phone that encloses features, such as Android version 5.1 Lollipop,
Wi-Fi, 2 MP Camera.ctc. This phone is provided with two SIM slots for two different SIM cards.
The SIM card inserted in the slotl i1s called SIM1, and the other one in the slot2 1s known as
SIM2. You can select to operate SIMs as per your needs.

3. Getting started

Your device will go in standby mode when you do not use it for a specified period. To turn on the
screen, press the Turn on/off key.
