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Anti-theft alarm
The alarm system is automatically set when you lock the car, and switched off when you unlock the car with the remote

control. If you unlock the vehicle by inserting the key in the driver’s door, the ignition must be switched on within 

15 seconds, otherwise the alarm will be triggered. If you unlock the tailgate by turning the key in the slot, the alarm will

be triggered immediately.

Remote control keys
Press the required button.

e Unlocking button: Open one of the doors within 

about 60 seconds, otherwise the vehicle will lock itself 

again automatically.

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Safety
Seat belts must be worn on every journey, even on short trips in town. This applies to the front and rear seats. 
To ensure that the seat belts, belt tensioners and airbags are fully effective, please note the following points:

Wear the seat belt correctly
Make sure that the shoulder section 
of the belt is positioned over the 
centre of the shoulder and move 
the lap section as far down over 
the hips as possible. The belts 
should always be worn so that 
they fit tightly (see illustration).

Adjust seat and sit in correct position
The front seats should not be positioned 
too close to the steering wheel or dashboard. Maintain a distance of at least 25 cm 
and sit in a normal upright position. The top of the head restraint should be at 
eye level or higher. Always keep your feet in the footwell.
