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3. Working with two mobile phones simultaneously

Step 1: Connect headset with the first phone as above. Then turn off the
headset.

2. Working with mobile phone

time use.

2.1 Pairing procedure:

Step 1: Ensure the headset is off.

Step 2: Press and hold the MFB button (about 3 - 5 seconds) until the LED blinks
blue and red alternately.

Step 3: Active Bluetooth on your phone and select “Avantree Jogger Plus”
