7.2 ONE EXPERIENCE ACROSS ALL YOUR WINDOWS 10 DEVICES

Cortana uses your Microsoft account to help vou out acress all your Windows 10 devices.
For example, you can tell her to “Remind me to get mulk at the grocery store” when you're
working on vour PC, and the next time you're at the store, she'll deliver that reminder on
your phone.
