This keyboard and mouse kit consisis of a keyboard, a mouse and a
recelver, The receiver is cennected to your PC through a cable with both
a keyboard and mouse connector. The keyboard and mouse can
operate freely within a radius of af least 3.28 feet [Imeter) from the
receiver, which itseif has a maximum range from your PC of around 3,28
feet [1 meter). Because the keyboard and mouse use radio frequencies
to transmit the wireless signal it has no censtrictions on viewing angles
such as with infrared devices like your TV's remote conirol, eic.

Besides providing unprecedented freedom of movement when
operafing the keyboard or mouse, the kit also offers more exira
functionality by infroducing dedicated buttons for often used Internat
browser functions as well as Sleep functions. (Please note: The Internet
keys work only under Microsoft® Intemet Explorer 5.0 or later versionl),
And last but not least, this package also provides a special driver, which
provides unigue shorteut functions.

Channel Switch

Remarks:

1. The keyboard uses 2pcs standard UM-3 (AA} 1.5V batteries, and the
mouse uses 2pcs UM-4 (AAA] 1.5V bafteries.

2. Battery life is approximately 3-4 months, depending on fhe intensity of
usage,

3. Make sure the receiver is placed in a location relatively free of strong
electromagnetic or fransmission sources in order to ensurs optimal
reception of the keyboard and mouse signal.

ID Setting

Each channel conlains 256 sets ID. This exira ID-recognition function
helps to protect against interference from other RF keyboards in the
same environment,

After completing the hardware installation you must set the ID of the
receiver, mouse and keyboard.

3. When changing the batteries of keyboard or mouse, there is no
need to reset all the ID's. Simply reset one of Them.

4. When the keyboard batteries are low, a battery low icon will
show on fthe righi-botfom comer of the Windows fask bar
instead of the KeyMaeskro drivericon

Keyboard Driver Installation

Using the Keyboard

Besides the usual keys, this keyboard alse has exira dedicated keys,
which provide the following ACPI, multimedia and Intermnet
functionality:

® ACPI Keys:

Your keyboard has the power management keys that are Power
off, Sleep, and Wake up three keys. They are also can be calied
ACPI [Advanced Configuration and Power Interface) keys.

As these ACPI keys are performed not compietely under Windows
NT 4.0, Windows 95 and Windows 98; the KeyMaestro driver
provides an optfion fo enable the ACPI keys. When the option is
enabled, the driver will fake Windows' place fo process these keys.

Note: For detailed Information, please read the online help by right
clicking the mouse on the KeyMaestro Keyboard icon B in the
Windows task bar and selecting Help.

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Troubleshooting

If you are expefiencing problems with your keyboard or mouse please
check the following:

1.
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Take out the receiver's connector and check both the receiver's
mouse and keyboard plug for possible broken pins. If the plugs
appear normal then reinsert the plugs into their respective
connectors on your PC.

Make sure the mouse plug is inserfed in the mouse connector on
your PC and the keyboard plug is inserfed into the keyboard
connector on your PC. Compare the icons on both the cable and
backside of your PC if necessary.

Check to see if the baiteries in the keyboard and mouse dre
installed corectly. Make sure the polarity of the batferies
comresponds with the polarity signs in the battery compartment.

Replace the batteries to moke sure the boiteries are not low in
power,

Check to see if the channel switch for the receiver, keyboard and
mouse are set to the same channel. Try the alternate channel for the
receiver, keyboard and mouse in case the Initially selected channel
appears to work improperly, other devices in the vicinity of the
receiver may cavse inferference.

It is strongly recommended to place the receiver in front of the
monitor in order to prevent signal disturbance from the menitor.

If your PC system’s BIOS setup has options for the keyboard or mouse
- make sure they are sef to default setfings. If you are not familiar
with the BIOS, refer to your PC's manual for more information.

If you have problems using the sieep button - maoke sure that the
power management in your PC has been enabled both in the BIOS
and in Windows, For more information on your PC's BIOS seftings -
refer to your PC's manual. For mare information on how o enable
the power management features in Windows, refer fo your Windows
manual.
