Pairing Procedure

Pairing/connect button

The pairing/connect button is the LED light on top of the receiver. The LED D BUTTOR on top of the receiver

1. Then press the pairing/connect button on top of the receiver again.

2. Press the pairing/connect button on the bottom of the keyboard.

m  USB Device Driver

The USB device driver is included in Windows operating system.

During initial installation of the USB device, the system will automatically detect a new hardware being added, and then bring up
"Add New Hardware Wizard" dialogue box. For Windows® ME, Windows® 2000 and Windows® XP operating system, the system
will run automatically and finish the installation steps. But for Windows® 98SE operating system, please follow the Wizard's USB
driver installation steps to install USB Device Driver. Once this installation step is completed the basic functions of the USB device
will work under the operating system. The additional functions are provided only after the KeyMaestro application is installed.

1. After you download the driver, please find the “SetupKey.exe” in the directory and double-click this file.

2. Follow the on-screen instruction to install the driver.

3. The driver icon B8 will show at the right-bottom of the Windows system tray when the driver is loaded.
