Internet Service.

If you are a corporate user, your administrator sets up your email account by associating it with a BlackBerry® Enterprise Server. Your
administrator might set options that determine the features and settings that are available on your device.

Wireless service provider

Features such as MMS messages, location-based services, and some phone features are dependant on your wireless service provider's
offerings. For more information, contact your wireless service provider.

Wireless network
The wireless network that your device is connected to might affect the availability of some features. Depending on your wireless service
provider and available roaming options, different wireless networks are available. Some wireless networks do not support features such
as call blocking, call forwarding, or cell broadcasting. For more information, contact your wireless service provider.

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Emergency calls

About emergency calls

If you are outside of a wireless coverage area and the SOS wireless coverage indicator appears, you can only call emergency numbers. Your
BlackBerry® device is designed to allow emergency calls even when your device is locked. Depending on your device model and the wireless
network that your device is connected to, your device is also designed to allow emergency calls when the SIM card is not inserted. If the
connection to the wireless network is turned off when you initiate an emergency call, your device is designed to connect to the wireless network
automatically.

You can only make emergency calls by typing official emergency access numbers (for example, 911 or 112).

Note: You should not rely on any wireless device for essential communications, including medical emergencies. Emergency numbers may vary
by location and emergency calls may be blocked or impeded by network, environmental, or interference issues.

Make an emergency call

Perform one of the following actions:
« If your keyboard or BlackBerry® device is unlocked, in the phone application, type the emergency number. Press the Send key.
 Ifyour keyboard is locked, type the emergency number. Press the Send key.

Sound profiles define how your BlackBerry® device notifies you of calendar and task reminders, and incoming messages, calls, and browser

content. Your device has seven preloaded sound profiles:

»  Normal - When you change the Normal profile, the changes are reflected in the other proloaded sound profiles.

e Loud - This is the Normal sound profile at a louder volume.

e Medium - This is the Normal sound profile at a medium volume.

e Silent - This is the Normal sound profile with only the LED notification. There are no sound, or vibration notifications.

e Vibrate Only - This is the Normal sound profile with only the vibrate notification. There are no LED or sound notifications.

e Phone Calls Only - Thisis the Normal sound profile for only phone calls. There are no notifications for calendar and task reminders, incoming
messages and browser content.

e All Alerts Off - This profile turns all notification off.

You can create custom sound profiles so you can set different notification options for different items, set ring tones, or set the volume for
notification. If you change a preloaded sound profile, you are changing it to a custom sound profile so that that changes to the Normal sound
profile are no longer reflected in it. An icon indicates sound profiles that are custom. Renaming a preloaded sound profile does not change it
to a custom sound profile.

When you change your ring tone in the phone application, the active sound profile is changed. If one of the preloaded sound profiles is active,
it becomes a custom sound profile.

You can assign ring tones and notifications to specific contacts in your contact list so that phone calls and messages from the contact are
unique. These are always active, and do not change when you switch sound profiles. Call and message notifications for your contacts are
received even if you switch your sound profile to Silent or Vibrate Only.

If you try to type a word or letter combination (for example, a web address or an abbreviation) that SureType technology
does not recognize, you can use the list that appears on the screen to build the word letter by letter. SureType technology is designed to "learn"
new words or letter combinations that you type.

When you use the multi-tap input method, you press a letter key once to type the first letter on a key and twice to type the second letter, if a
second letter appears on the key.

SureType technology is the default typing input method for most fields. Multi-tap is the default for phone number and password fields. You
can set your typing input method for all fields to multi-tap.

Encryption

About file encryption

File encryption is designed to protect the data that you store in the BlackBerry® device memory and on a media card that can be inserted in
your device. You can encrypt the files in the device memory and on your media card using an encryption key that your device generates, a
device password, or both.

If you encrypt the files using an encryption key that your device generates, you can only access the files on your media card when the media
card is inserted in your device. If you encrypt the files using a device password, you can access the files on your media card in any device that
you insert your media card into, as long as you know the password for the device.

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About content protection

Content protection is designed to encrypt your BlackBerry® device data. When content protection is turned on, your device uses a private key
to encrypt data as it is stored on the device, including data that your device receives when it is locked. Your device decrypts data as you access
it.

You can set content protection to include or exclude your contacts. If you turn on content protection for contacts and you receive a call when
your device is locked, the caller name does not appear on the screen.

If you use a smart card certificate for authentication, depending on the smart card you might also be able to use your smart card certificate to
provide two-factor content protection. In order to access the encrypted content, you must provide your device password and also connect your
device to your smart card reader.

When you lock your device, an open lock indicator appears in the device status section of the screen to indicate that your device is deleting a
copy of the private key from the temporary device memory. A lock indicator appears when the device has deleted the key.

Memory cleaning is designed to delete sensitive data from the temporary memory on your BlackBerry® device. Examples of sensitive data
include sensitive data in the cache for the key store browser, unencrypted data from email messages, LDAP authentication passwords, and
data from certificate and key searches.
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When memory cleaning is turned on, the memory cleaning application is designed to delete sensitive data automatically in the following
situations:

About using a smart card with your device

Smart cards store certificates and private keys. You can use a smart card reader to import certificates from a smart card to the key store on
your BlackBerry® device, but you cannot import private keys. As a result, private key operations such as signing and decryption use the smart
card, and public key operations such as verification and encryption use the public certificates on your device.

If you use a smart card certificate to authenticate with your device, after you connect your smart card reader to your device, your device requests
authentication from the smart card each time that you unlock your device.

You can install multiple smart card drivers on your device, including drivers for microSD smart cards, but you can only authenticate to one smart
card at a time. If you are authenticating using a microSD smart card and you want to transfer media files between your microSD smart card
and your computer in mass storage mode, you must temporarily turn off advanced authentication or select a different authentication option.

If the S/MIME Support Package for BlackBerry® devices is installed on your device, you can use smart card certificates to send S/MIME-
protected messages.

About multi-factor authentication

Multi-factor authentication is designed to provide additional security for your BlackBerry® device, and can be either two-factor or three-factor.
Two-factor authentication requires an item that you have (for example, a smart card) and an item that you know (for example, a pass phrase).
Three-factor authentication requires a biometric smart card, and enables you to use a fingerprint to unlock your device, launch applications,
or perform other actions on your device. You can also use the connection to your smart card reader to authenticate, without requiring a smart
card to be present.

You can use a smart card for multi-factor authentication when you unlock your device, or you can use a software token for multi-factor
authentication when you use your device with RSA® software as a hardware token. If you have a Wi-Fi® enabled BlackBerry device, you can
also use a software token for multi-factor authentication when you log in to a VPN or connect to a Wi-Fi network.

Depending on your BlackBerry device model and the multi-factor authentication settings that you choose, you might need to type your pass
phrase when you perform one of the following actions:

e unlock your BlackBerry device

e change a general security option on your BlackBerry device
e change a smart card option

e logintoaVPN
