1. Charging the speaker:
a. Using a Regulated USB Adapter:

« Connect the provided USB cable to a
regulated USB adapter. Connect the
opposite, Micro-USB end of the cable to
the charging port on the speaker. Plug
the USB adapter into the outlet to begin
charging.

+ Using a Computer:

Connect a USB cable to a USB outlet

on your computer. Using the Micro-USB
connector, connect the other end of the
USB cable to an charging port on the
speaker. Make sure the computer is on to
begin charging the speaker.

Red LED ON when charging & OFF when
fully charged.
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Power ON/OFF & Bluetooth® Connection:
Press and hold the Power button until the
Blue LED begins flashing. Once on, the
speaker will enter Bluetooth pairing mode.
Using a Bluetooth enabled device, search
for “Rugged BT” from the list of available
devices. Blue LED will illuminate fully
indicating a successful pairing.

Press and hold Mode button to unpair.
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Using the speaker:

When receiving a phone call, press Mode
button to answer and again to hang up.
Double press to redial the previous
number.

Single press Mode to Play/Pause audio.
Long press to disconnect paired device.
Short press Vol+ to increase volume.
Long press Vol+ to skip to the next track.
Short press Vol- to decrease volume.
