Charging the Battery
Remove the battery cover and insert the 
battery in the charger.

zz After aligning the o marks on the battery and charger, insert 
the battery by pushing it in ( ) and down ( ).

Charge the battery. 3-2
zz Battery chargers with a plug:	  
Flip out the plug and plug the charger into a power outlet. The 
lamp turns orange.
zz Battery chargers with a power cord:	  
Connect the power cord to the battery charger, and then plug 
the other end into a power outlet.
zzWhen charging is finished, the lamp turns green. Remove the 
battery.

Inserting the Battery and Memory Card
Open the cover. 4-1

zz Slide the cover ( ) and open it ( ).

Insert the battery. 4-2
zzHolding the battery with the terminals ( ) facing as shown, 
move the battery lock in the direction of the arrow, insert the 
battery, and push it in all the way until the lock clicks shut.
zz To remove the battery, press the battery lock in the direction of 
the arrow.

Check the card's write-protect tab and 
insert the memory card.

zz Shooting is not possible with cards that have a write-protect tab 
( ) in the locked position. Slide the tab up until it clicks into the 
unlocked position.
zz Insert the memory card with the terminals ( ) facing as shown 
until the lock clicks shut.
zz To remove the memory card, push it in until you feel a click, and 
then slowly release it.

Close the cover. 4-4
zz Lower the cover ( ) and hold it down as you slide it, until it 
clicks into the closed position ( ).
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Setting the Date and Time
Turn the camera on. 5-1

zz Press the power button to turn the camera on. The [Date/Time] 
screen is displayed.

Set the date and time. 5-2
zz Press the <q><r> buttons to choose an option, and then adjust 
the setting, either by pressing the <o><p> buttons or turning 
the <7> dial.
zzWhen finished, press the <m> button.

Specify your home time zone. 5-3
zz Press the <q><r> buttons or turn the <7> dial to choose your 
home time zone.
zz Press the <m> button when finished. After a confirmation 
message, the setting screen is no longer displayed.

Change the date and time.
1 Press the <n> button.
2 Move the zoom lever to choose the [3] tab.
3 �Press the <o><p> buttons or turn the <7> dial to choose [Date/

Time], and then press the <m> button.
4 �Follow step 5-2 to configure the setting, and then press the <n> 

button.

Display Language
Enter Playback mode. 6-1

zz Press the <1> button.

Access the setting screen. 6-2
zz Press and hold the <m> button, and then immediately press 
the <n> button.
zz Press the <o><p><q><r> buttons or turn the <7> dial to 
choose a language, and then press the <m> button.

Shooting
Turn the camera on and enter <A> 
mode.

7-1

zz Press the power button and set the mode dial to <A>.

Compose the shot. 7-2
zz To zoom in and enlarge the subject, move the zoom lever 
toward <i> (telephoto) as you watch the screen, and to zoom 
away from the subject, move it toward <j> (wide angle).

Shoot still images. 7-3
zz Press the shutter button lightly ( ).
zz The camera beeps twice after focusing, and AF frames are 
displayed to indicate image areas in focus. Press the shutter 
button all the way down ( ).

Shoot movies. 7-4
zz Press the movie button to start shooting, and press it again to 
stop.

Viewing
Enter Playback mode. 8-1

zz Press the <1> button.

Browse through your images. 8-2
zz To view the previous or next image, press the <q><r> buttons 
or turn the <7> dial.
zzMovies are identified by a [ ] icon. To play movies, go to 
step 8-3.

Play movies. 8-3
zz Press the <m> button to access the movie control panel, 
choose [ ] (either press the <q><r> buttons or turn the <7> 
dial), and then press the <m> button again.
zzMovie playback begins, and you can adjust the volume as 
needed by pressing the <o><p> buttons.
zz After the movie is finished, [ ] is displayed.

Touch-Screen Operations
zz The camera’s touch-screen panel enables intuitive operation 
simply by touching or tapping the screen.
zz Touch ......... Touch the screen briefly with your finger.	  
Ex: Touch [ ] to start movie playback.
zzDrag ..... Touch the screen and move your finger across it.	  
Ex: �In playback mode, drag right to left (or left to right) to choose 

an image to view. 	  
To adjust the volume during movie playback, quickly drag 
up or down across the screen.

Erase the images.
1 Press the <a> button.
2 �After [Erase?] is displayed, press the <q><r> buttons or turn the 

<7> dial to choose [Erase], and then press the <m> button.

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Safety Precautions
•	 Before using the product, please ensure that you read the safety precautions described below. 

Always ensure that the product is used correctly.
•	 The safety precautions noted on the following pages are intended to prevent injuries to yourself and 

other persons, or damage to the equipment.

Warning Denotes the possibility of serious injury or death.

•	Do not trigger the flash in close proximity to people's eyes.
Exposure to the intense light produced by the flash could damage eyesight. In particular, remain at 
least 1 meter (39 inches) away from infants when using the flash.
•	Store this equipment out of the reach of children and infants.
Strap: Putting the strap around a child's neck could result in asphyxiation.
Date/time battery (if removable): Dangerous if swallowed. If this occurs, contact a doctor immediately.
•	Use only recommended power sources.
•	Do not attempt to disassemble, alter or apply heat to the product.
•	Avoid dropping or subjecting the product to severe impacts.
•	 To avoid the risk of injury, do not touch the interior of the product if it has been dropped or 

otherwise damaged.
•	Stop using the product immediately if it emits smoke, a strange smell, or otherwise behaves 

abnormally.
•	Do not use organic solvents such as alcohol, benzine, or thinner to clean the product.

•	 If your camera uses a battery charger, note the following precautions.

-	Unplug the power cord periodically, and using a dry cloth, wipe away any dust and dirt that has 
collected on the plug, the exterior of the power outlet, and the surrounding area.

-	Do not handle the power cord with wet hands.
-	Do not use the equipment in a manner that exceeds the rated capacity of the electrical outlet or 
wiring accessories. Do not use if the power cord or plug are damaged, or not fully plugged into the 
outlet.

-	Do not allow dirt or metal objects (such as pins or keys) to contact the terminals or plug.
The battery/batteries may explode or leak, resulting in electrical shock or fire. This could cause injury 
and damage the surroundings.

•	On cameras that raise and lower the flash automatically, make sure your finger is out of the

it open.
This may cause the product to malfunction.
•	 In regular use, small amounts of smoke may be emitted from the flash.
This is due to the high intensity of the flash burning dust and foreign materials stuck to the front of the 
unit. Please use a cotton swab to remove dirt, dust or other foreign matter from the flash to prevent 
heat build-up and damage to the unit.
•	Remove and store the battery/batteries when you are not using the camera.
If the battery/batteries is/are left inside the camera, damage caused by leakage may occur.
•	Before you discard the battery/batteries, cover the terminals with tape or other insulators.
Contacting other metal materials may lead to fire or explosions.
•	 If your camera uses a battery and battery charger, note the following precautions.

-	Unplug the battery charger from the power outlet after charging is complete, or when you are not 
using it.

-	Do not place anything, such as cloth, on top of the battery charger while it is charging.
Leaving the unit plugged in for a long period of time may cause it to overheat and distort, resulting in 
fire.
•	Do not place the battery near pets.
Pets biting the battery could cause leakage, overheating or explosion, resulting in fire or damage.
•	 If your camera uses multiple batteries, note the following precautions.

-	Do not charge batteries of different types at the same time, or use older batteries together with 
newer batteries.

-	Do not insert the batteries with the + and – terminals reversed.

•	Do not sit down with the camera in your pocket.
Doing so may cause malfunctions or damage the screen.
•	When putting the camera in your bag, ensure that hard objects do not come into contact 

with the screen. Also close the screen (so that it faces the camera body), if your camera has 
a screen that closes.

•	Do not attach any hard objects to the camera.
Doing so may cause malfunctions or damage the screen.
