Step 2 Shooting

The power/mode indicator lights orange.

Set the date and time. (first time the camera is powered on)

Use « or P on the multicontroller to select the items you wish to set, and use A
or ¥ on the multicontroller to change the value.

To put the settings into effect, press SET.

Focus.

Point the camera in the direction of the subject you wish to shoot and press the
shutter button halfway. The camera beeps twice when the subject is in focus.

Shoot.

Press the shutter button fully. The shutter sound will sound once when the shot
has been taken. The recorded image is displayed on the LCD monitor for
approximately 2 seconds.

Turn off the power.

Close the lens cover. Even if you do not close the lens cover, the power will
automatically shut down 3 minutes after the last control is accessed.

Step 3 Reviewing an Image

1. Slide the power/mode lever to the right.
The power/mode indicator lights green.
The last recorded image appears in the LCD monitor.

2. View the images.
Use < or P> on the multicontroller to display the image you wish to see.

To Delete an Unwanted Image

1. Select the unwanted image using <« or » on 0@% () =D
the multicontroller and press the §f button. e E
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2. When the confirmation screen appears, check
that [Erase] is selected and press SET.

Select [Cancel] using < or » on the multicontroller to cancel
without erasing.
