When starting, always swlitch the
controller onfirst, then the model.

The Carrera RC vehicle is designed for
hobby use only and may only be oper-
ated on tracks and in spaces especially
intended for this purpose.

CAUTION! Donot use the Carrera RC
vehicle in road traffic.

Do not oparate the car beneath overhead
high-voltage cables or broadcasting masts
or during a storm! Atmospheric distur-
bances can affect the operation of the
vehicle.

First connect the Carrera RC rechargeable
battery to the battery charger supplied. The
connection terminals between the battery
andthe charger are designed fo prevent
connection with the wrong polarity. Connect
the charger to a power source.

When the battery is property connected and
charging normally, the red LED is constantly
lit. Once the battery is fully charged, the red
LED switches to green. The battery can now
be disconnected and installed in the Carera
RC car.

The caris now ready for use.

After use, the battery must be allowed to cool
down for at least 20 minutes before it can be
fully recharged. Failure to observe this
pause may damage the battery.

Installing the rechargeable battery

Using a screwdriver, remove the cover of the
battery comparimentin the Carrera RC car.

Connect the end ofthe cable from the Car-
rera RC vehicle with the charged battery. Put
the battery in place.

Replaoe the companmem cover using
ascrewdriver,

Inserting the 9 V block battery

Press the release button, then take the
battery compartment out of the controller.

When inserling the 9 V battery, take care to
connect the poles correctly
