Recharging the LiPo rechargeable
battery

Make sure you only charge the LiPo rechargeable battery
supplied with the LiPo charging unit also supplied (USB ca-
ble and remote control). If you try to charge the rechargeable
batterywith a different LiPo battery charger or any other bat-
tery charger, this might cause serious damage. Please care-
fully read the previous chapter with warnings and guidelines
on the usage of rechargeable batteries before proceeding.

Choosing the flight area

When being prepared for the first flight you
should choose a closed room which is as
large as possible without any persons or
obstacles. Due to its size and controllabil-
ity, experienced pilots may be able to fly the
Quadracopter in relatively small rooms. For
your first flights we strongly recommend you
choose a room with a minimum floor space ot
3% 3 metres and 2.40 metres in height. After
having trimmed your Quadrocopter for flight
and made yourself familiar with the control-
ler and its functions you may start flying in
smaller and less open environments. Please
note that in spite of calm conditions near the
ground, it can be very windy a little further from
the ground. If this instruction is ignored, the
Quadrocopter may suffer ireparable damage.

Trimming the Quadrocopter

When h ifthe Qr ipter flies to the left
m or right without you moving the lever for left / right
mowvement, please proceed as follows:
