Getting started

Installing the SIM card and the battery

You need to insert the SIM card and charge the battery before using the phone.
o Keep all miniature SIM cards out of the reach of little children.

e Be careful to handle, insert or remove the SIM card since the SIM card and the contacts inside can easily be
damaged by scratching or bending.

¢ Before installing/removing the SIM card, always make sure that the phone is switched off.

1. Remove the back cover (1) and lift the battery away (2).

Installing a microSD Card

Charging the battery

Switching the phone on and off
