® ADD DEVICES TO SMART LIFE APP

1.0pen the 'Smart Life' App, click ‘+’, select
'Electrical outlet', then enter the mobile phone is
connected Wi-Fi password configured.

2.After the success of the device configuration,
jump to device control interface, click “.../, Can
manage the device, such as: modify the name,

check the firmware update and restore factory
Settings, and so on.

3.Into the ‘Scenes’ page, click on the top right
corner ‘+’ can add scene. Enter the scene name,
and then add needs to perform a single or
multiple tasks, can be a key management device
after save.

4.Enter ‘Profile’, select ‘Device Sharing’, you can
share device to family members or friends, at the
same time also can accept other users to share
device.

® SPEECH CONTROL DEVICE

Alexa, you can give commands such by

You can also find the available devices by
selecting 'Discover Devices' on your Alexa App.
Create a group

1.Click 'Create group' to organize your device
according to your operation habits.

2.Name the group's name and select the devices
of your choice, then click 'Save'.

You can create a group for a specified devices of
your choice, once put them in groups, you can
control the devices that's within a group with
just one single command instead of individual
commands.

® STATUS INDICATION

1.LED State

Red flash: waiting for the configuration.

Red normally on: configuration successfully.
The socket is connected Wi-Fi.

Red normally off: socket is not connected Wi-Fi.
Blue normally on: at least one jack power.

Blue normally off: all jack without power.
2.Button State

Short press: All jack ON or OFF.

Long press: restore factory Settings and waiting
for the configuration.
