HILL START ASSIST 

The traction control system limits wheelspin and the StabiliTrak stability control system 
assists with directional control of the vehicle in difficult driving conditions. Both systems 
turn on automatically every time the vehicle is started.

When stopped on a steep hill, Hill Start Assist prevents the vehicle from rolling before 
driving off, whether facing uphill or downhill. During the transition between when the driver 
releases the brake pedal and starts to accelerate, Hill Start Assist holds the brake pressure 
(for up to two seconds) to ensure the vehicle doesn’t roll.
Note: Hill Start Assist will not operate if StabiliTrak is disabled.

TIRE PRESSURE MONITOR

ENGINE OIL LIFE SYSTEM 

The  Low Tire Pressure warning light on the instrument cluster illuminates and a 
message is displayed on the Driver Information Center when a significant reduction in 
pressure occurs in one or more of the vehicle’s tires. The warning light will remain on until 
the tire pressure is corrected. The proper tire pressures for the vehicle are listed on the 
Tire and Loading Information label located below the driver’s door latch.
Tire pressure is affected by cold weather and distance driven. If the low tire pressure 
warning light illuminates when the vehicle is first started and then turns off as the vehicle is 
driven, check for the proper tire pressures.
Refer to your owner manual for additional information about normal monthly tire maintenance.

The Oil Life System calculates engine oil life based on vehicle use and displays Change 
Engine Oil Soon on the Driver Information Center (DIC) when it’s necessary to change the 
engine oil and filter. The system should be reset to 100% only following an oil change.
