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Charging the Microphone

1. When the battery requires recharging the microphone will shut off.

2. Plug the micro USB cable into the micro USB port on the side of
the microphone, and connect the other end of the cable to either a
computer USB port or to a USB-compatible car or wall charger.

3. The LED light will turn red during charging.

4. When the battery is fully charged, the LED indicator will turn off.

5. Charging time is approximately 2 hours.

Turn On/Off

* Short press the On/Off button and the LED turns blue.
* Short press the On/Off button and the LED turns off.

Bluetooth™ Connect with a new device

1. Turn the microphone on.

2. On your Bluetooth™-enabled device navigate to the Bluetooth™ settings,
turn on the Bluetooth feature and search for new devices.

. After a few seconds you will see it's pairing name listed as BB-BT-MIC

Tap the display name to select it. The headphones will prompt a sound.

If your device asks for a pin code, enter 0000 or 1234

. Once your device is paired to the microphone, it will automatically pair with
it whenever they are both on, and your device isn’t paired to another
wireless device.
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e |f using AUX input feature, connect one end of the AUX cable to the
MicroUSB port and the other end to your device.

** Connecting this cable disables Bluetooth™ functions.

e |f using USB input feature, connect USB drive to microphone.
** Connecting USB drive disables Bluetooth™ functions.

*

e |f just listening to music through the speaker, turn the microphone & echo
volumes all the way down so that it doesn’t cause audio interference.

How to Sing

1. Once you have connected to your Bluetooth™ enabled device (refer to the
“Bluetooth™ Connect with a new device” section) open an audio or
karaoke playing source on your device, and begin playback.

Note: accompaniment volume can be adjusted via your device

2. Adjust your singing volume and echo on the microphone.

3. Begin singing
