Five lines indicate maximum strength, and one
lineindicates least strength.

No service indicator : Thisicon indicates your phone cannot find asignd
because you' re outside a service area.

Roaming : Thisicon indicates you are “roaming’ on to other carrier’sservice
area. But you must register the roaming service.

An incoming call will
vibrate the phone rather than ring it. Thisfeature is good for quiet Situations
where you don’t want your ringer to disturb anyone.

Battery sirength : This icon sows the level of your battery charge. The more
black bars you see the greater the charge. When the battery becomes very low,
an empty box appears and the phone flashes an dert.




BATTERY INFORMATION

Y our phone comes with a partialy charged, rechargesble Li-ion battery so that you can use the
phone immediately after it is activated.

Installing the Battery.

To insert the battery into your phone:

Remove the battery compartment cover of the phone by diding it down.
Put the battery pack into the battery cradle

Replace the battery compartment cover by diding it up towards the phone.
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Charge the battery pack for at least 3 hours prior to using it.

Charging the Battery.

Y ou can tell whether or not your battery needs to be recharged by checking the upper-right
corner of your phone'sdisplay.

When the battery charge leve gets low, the battery sensor will let you know by blinking the
battery icon and making audible warning tone. If the battery level gets too low, the phone will
be turned off automaticaly. When this happens while you were receiving incoming cal or
meaking outgoing call, the cal will be automaticaly disconnected. Watch the battery strength
icon and make sure your battery is adequately charged to avoid such situation.

Charging with the Travel er'sCharger.

Usetravder’s charges certified only. Using any other unauthorized accessories may be
dangerous and will invdidate the phone warranty if said accessories caused damage or defected
the phone.

To Charge the Battery using the Traveler’s Charger:

- Plug the power cord of the charger into awall outlet.

- Insert the connector of the charger at the bottom of the phone.

- Charging status will be shown on the display.

- Note) Make sure you put the connector of the charger into the phone correctly.
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Falure to do so may cause damages to the phone.

A completely discharged standard bettery recharges fully in approximately thd hours. The
extended battery recharges in approximately thd hours. Leaving your phone turned on during
charging, or charging batteries smultaneoudy, will increase charging time. Leaving the battery
in the charger once it is fully charged does not harm the battery.

WARNING

After the battery is fully charged, the battery can be discharged. If the charger is
connected to your phone for over 3hrs, please pull the plug from the phone and recharge
the battery even if the battery isfully charged.

Turning your phone on and off.

When you're ready to turn on your phone, press and hold “END/®” until the display is turned

on and the phone makes the sound. When the phone has found asignd, the “ Rl icon appears.
Once the phoneis turned on, it enters Standby mode and you are able to make and receive calls.

To turn your phone off, press and hold “END/®” until the display is turned off and the phone
makes the sounds. Then the display will go blank. When the phone is turned off, nothing is
displayed on screen.

Note: If “END/®” is pressed for less than one second, the phone will not be turned off. This
function prevents your phone from being turned off accidentally.

Standby Mode.

Standby is the most basic state of your phone. The phone goes into stlandby mode soon after you
turn it on, or whenever you briefly press “END/®”. When your phone isin Standby Mode, you
will typicaly see the banner (that's the message displayed when you turn on your phone). If you

enter a phone number, you press“SEND” to complete the call, or press“STO ( \'.'-"j)” to saveitin
the internd phone book.

Power Save Mode

Y our phone comes with a Power Save feature that will automatically be activated if your phone
isunableto find asigna after 15 minutes of searching. While this feature is active, the phone's
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battery power is conserved.

The phone will automatically recheck for asigna periodically. To manudly force the phone to
recheck for asigna, press any key. A message on the display will let you know when the phone
is operating in Power Save Mode.

Conversation M ode.

Y ou can place and answer cals only when your phone is turned on. During a cdl, the phone is
in Conversation Mode.

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1.  MESSAGE SERVICES

messages or leave messagesin voice mail. Your service provider then tranamits the text
messages and voice mail natifications to your phone.

If your phoneis turned on while the text message is coming through, it will notify you by ether
making the alert sound or by vibratingand B ™ will be displayed on screen.
