Interference

All mobile phones may be subject to radio interference, which may affect the performance during calling and
receiving.

Qualified Service

It is highly recommended to have a repair service by qualified service personnel. Use only approved
accessories and batteries.

Use Properly

Use only in the normal position (hold to the ear). Avoid unnecessary contact with the antenna when the
phone is switched on.

Emergency Calls

Clear Recent Page List: deletes recent page list in the memory.
Clear Address: deletes all addresses, which you entered in Enter Address menu.

Trusted Certificates: saves and lists the Trusted Certificates from the WAP sites. You can view and
delete the certificates.

Data Account
This menu allows you to change the settings for the GSM and GPRS network services. For further details,
contact your service provider.
GSM

This setting allows you to change the settings for the GSM network as follows (information provided by
network operator):

E-mail

The E-Mail application allows you to send and receive e-mails. The application supports text and
attachments. The e-mail application could be either normal POP3 e-mail client or IMAPS based e-mail
service.

Attachment — displays attachment states of the email. At most 3 attachments can be added in an email.
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Priority — the priority of the email. You can use inline selection to change the priority. There are “Low”,

Encoding Type — the encoding type of e-mail body, including ASCII, BIGS, GB, UTF8
Content — contains the content of the e-mail. The whole content shall be displayed in a multi-line box. At
most 7 lines can be displayed in this feld.

Inbox

This folder stores the list of emails you have received.

Unsent

This folder displays the list of unsent e-mails.

Sent

This folder displays the list of sent e-mails. According to flash/ram size, the maximal number of e-mails to be
displayed shall be dynamic.

Drafts
This folder displays the list of e-mail Drafts you saved.

Delete All Folder

This folder allows you to delete all e-mails in selected folder.

E-mail Profile

This folder helps you to configure various servers and Profile related settings. All the configurable items are
grouped into entities called Profiles.

Voice Mail

Your Dior phone is capable of dialing with voice-mail server number Gf provided by your network). If you
receive any voice-mail, your Dior phone displays New Message in the idle screen. Select the Voice Mail from
the list and press [Option] soft key (left).

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Charging My Dior battery

Before using your My Dior you should charge its battery for approximately 10 hours (but not more).

To charge your My Dior, follow these steps:

I. Plug the My Dior USB cable into the charger: scheme A (or in the multiplug dungle if you want to

charge the phone at the same time, scheme B).
II. Plug the magnetic side of the My Dior USB cable into the My Dior magnetic Hook.
I1I. Plug the charger into a standard AC wall outlet.

Note: A normal charge take approximately 3 hours, the screen displays a charging battery icon.

You should charge your My Dior when you hear a low tone beep in your My Dior at regular intervals and
when an empty battery indicators blinks.

When you haven't used your My Dior for a long period, it may take a few minutes before the charging
battery indicator appears.

Do not charge your My Dior for more than 10 hours.

The use of any other charger will automatically suspend the warranty. It is strictly forbidden and can be
dangerous.
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Pairing your My Dior with your Dior phone
In order to use the My Dior with your Dior phone, you must pair it with your Dior phone. Pairing is the

process of establishing communication between two Bluetooth ® devices. This process is only needed once

To initiate pairing, follow these steps:

1. Place your My Dior and Dior phone close to each other (0.3 meter / 1 foot)

2. Switch on your Dior phone and press the lower navigation key in order to get into the Bluetooth

Menu.
3. Select Search for audio device. If prompted to power on Bluetooth first, press the [Yes] soft key

4. Toinitiate pairing on the My Dior, make sure it is OFF, then press and hold the cancel button for
about 7 seconds until the My Dior indicates the pairing mode: a sound can be heard in the speaker.

5. Once the Dior phone detects the My Dior, the phone screen displays “My Dior”

Follow the on screen Dior phone instructions to accept the pairing. The passkey is “0000”.

When pairing is successful, the My Dior synchronizes your SIM card contact list. This may take some times

depending on how many contacts you have stored in your SIM phonebook (from 2 to 6 mn).

‘ IMPORTANT: During the phonebook synchronization, the Dior phone may ask you to connect to the My i
: Dior, do not press any key or it will result on a connection failed message.

The My Dior will automatically connect to Dior phone at the end of the synchronization.

Synchronizing Dior phone and My Dior phonebooks

When you add a new contact or number to your SIM card, you should synchronize your My Dior in order to
update its phonebook.

As seen in the previous section of this document, a synchronization is made when you pair the Dior phone

and My Dior, but you can also force the phonebook synchronization in order to keep the My Dior

phonebook updated. This action is also required if a previous synchronization failed.
Follow these steps in order to manually synchronize:
1. Switch off the My Dior.
9. Press both [2] and [7] button and release when the display switches on.

3. The synchronization starts

4,  After synchronization, the My Dior connects to the phone (blinking icon)

" Note: My Dior only synchronizes contacts stored in the SIM card J
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Switching My Dior ON

To switch ON your My Dior, press and hold the [7] button for about 3 seconds until the welcome “Dior”
message appears, you can hear a double beep sound.

IFyour Dior phone’s Bluetooth mode is activated, your My Dior will automatically establish the connection
and will appear in [Active device] in the Bluetooth menu.

If the Bluetooth connection isn’t activated on your Dior phone, follow these steps:

1. Press the lower navigation key to access Bluetooth menu, select [activation] and press [On] soft
key.

2. Start the My Dior by pressing the [7] button for about 5 seconds (you will hear two beep sounds).
3. The Dior phone and My Dior are now connected.

Switching My Dior OFF
To switch OFF your My Dior, press and hold the [7] button for about 7 seconds, you will hear a beep sound.

" Please note, that once My Dior switched OFF, all communications will be diverted to your Dior phone. J

Calling a contact from the phonebook
Male sure both Dior phone and My Dior are switched ON and connected.

Press the [7] button to get into the phone book menu, scroll up to the desired contact by pressing [3] or 4]

to scroll down.

To jump from one letter to another (Ex. From John to Kate) keep the [4] pressed until you get to the desired

letter. Press 3 to jump to the previous letter.
To call the selected contact, press [2] button.
To end the call, press [7] button.
To exit from the phonebook menu, press [7] button.

When calling a contact, the My Dior will display the contact’s name.
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Calling a contact from the “Last Call” menu

Make sure both Dior phone and My Dior are switched ON and connected.

The “Last call” menu stores up to 10 last incoming / outgoing calls made with My Dior.
To get into the “Last call” menu press [2] button.

Scroll down to the desired contact by pressing [4] or [3] to seroll up, press [2] to initiate the call.
To erase all last call entries, press and hold [7] button for 3 seconds
To exit from the “Last call” menu, press [7] button.

When making an outgoing call, the My Dior will display the name of the contact or the phone number if you

are calling a number from the [Last call menu].
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Accepting / rejecting a call

‘When receiving a call, My Dior displays the caller’s identity if stored in the phonebook or the caller number
if not stored. If the caller identity is hidden My Dior will display the hidden aumber icon.

To accept the call, simply press the {2] button.

To reject a call, simply press [7], it will send the caller to your voice mailbox.
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In call available options
Adjusting the speaker volume

During a call, press [3] button to increase the speaker’s volume or [4] to decrease.

Muting the microphone

During a call, press and hold [3] or [4] button for 3 seconds to mute the microphone, you will hear a periodic
tone in the speaker and the muted microphone icon will be displayed.

To stop the muting, press and hold [3] or [4] button for 3 seconds, the periodic tone will stop and the muted
microphone icon will disappear.
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Muting My Dior ringtone

When you don’t want to be disturbed by you My Dior when receiving a call, you can mute the ringtone.

The My Dior has to be On, displaying the clock.
Press and hold [3] or [4] for 3 seconds to mute the ringtone.
The muted ringtone icon will be displayed on My Dior screen until you unmute it.
To unmute the ringtone, simply follow the same steps:
Press and hold [3] or [4] for 3 seconds.

The muted ringtone icon will disappear from My Dior screen.
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Reset your My Dior

If you encounter a problem with your My Dior, the first thing you should do is to switch it Off as well as
your Dior phone and switching them back On.

I switching off doesn’t solve the problem, you can reset your My Dior by pressing at the same time the
following buttons: [2] + [7] + [4].

This will reset your My Dior to a normal state and switch it OFF.
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Guidelines for safe use
Read those guidelines before using your My Dior
Before using your My Dior for the first time, adjust the headset volume to the lowest, then
increase the volume gradually until you reach an acceptable level.

High levels of volume may result in hearing loss, avoid using the headset at high volume
continuously, If you experience ringing in your ears or muffled speech, consult your doctor
immediately and stop using the headset.

- Do not drop or try to alter the shape of your My Dior.

- Do not expose your My Dior to liquid or moisture.

- Do not expose your My Dior to extreme temperatures. Temperature range: 0-400C.

- Do not expose your My Dior to fire or open flames.

- Do not try to disassemble your headset. Service and Maintenance can only be performed
by authorized dealers.

- Keep your headset away from dust and dirt.

- Do not let children play with your headset, since it contains small parts that could become
detached and create a choking hazard.

- Check the regulation in your area if you plan to use your My Dior while driving.

- Turn off your My Dior before boarding an airplane.

CAUTION : Do not attempt to replace batteries.
Danger of explosion if battery is incorrectly replaced. Dispose of batteries according to local

regulations. Do not dispose as houschold waste.
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
