INTRODUCTION

This tool has many features for making its use more pleasant and enjoyable. Safety, performance, and dependability
have been given top priority in the design of this product making it easy to maintain and operate.



GENERAL SAFETY RULES

A WARNING: Read and understand all instruc-

tions. Failure to follow all instructions listed below,
may result in electric shock, fire and/or serious
personal injury.

WORK AREA

Keep your work area clean and well lit. Cluttered
benches and dark areas invite accidents.

Do not operate power tools in explosive atmo-
spheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liguids, gases, or dust. Power tools create sparks
which may ignite the dust or fumes.

Keep bystanders, children, and visitors away while
operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you o
lose control.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

Double insulated tools are equipped with a polar-
ized plug {one blade is wider than the other). This
plug will fit in a polarized outlet only one way. If the
plug does not fit fully in the outlet, reverse the plug.
If it still does not fit, contact a qualified electrician
to install a polarized outlet. Do not change the plug
in any way. Double insulation [] eliminates the need
for the three-wire grounded power cord and grounded
power supply system.

Avoid body contact with grounded surfaces such as
pipes, radiators, ranges, and refrigerators. There is an
increased risk of electric shock if your body is grounded.

ELECTRICAL

DOUBLE INSULATION

Double insulation is a concept in safety in electric power
tools, which eliminates the need for the usual three-wire
grounded power cord. All exposed metal parts are
isolated from the internal metal motor components with
protecting insulation. Double insulated tools do not need
to be grounded.

A WARNING: The double insulated system is
intended to protect the user from shock resulting
from a break in the tool’s internal insulation. Observe
all normal safety precautions o avoid electrical
shock.

NOTE: Servicing of a tool with double insulation requires
extreme care and knowledge of the system and should
be performed only by a qualified service technician. For
service, we suggest you return the tool to your nearest
Sears or other qualified service center for repair. Always
use original factory replacement parts when servicing.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

This tool has a precision-built electric motor. It should be
connected 1o a power supply that is 120 volts, 60 Hz,
AC only {normal household current). Do not operate
this tool on direct current (DC). A substantial voltage drop
will cause a loss of power and the motor will overheat. If
the tool does not operate when plugged into an outlet,
double-check the power supply.

EXTENSION CORDS

When using a power tool at a considerable distance from
a power source, be sure to use an extension cord that has
the capacity to handle the current the tool will draw. An
undersized cord will cause a drop in line voltage, resulting
in overheating and loss of power. Use the chart to deter-
mine the minimum wire size required in an extension cord.
Only round jacketed cords listed by Underwriter’s Labora-
tories (UL) should be used.

When working outdoors with a tool, use an extension
cord that is designed for outside use. This type of cord is
designated with “WA” on the cord’s jacket.

Before using any extension cord, inspect it for loose or
exposed wires and cut or worn insulation.

Electric tools used on fiberglass material, wallboard,

types of materials. However, if you do work with any of
these materials, it is extremely important to clean the tool
using compressed air.

LUBRICATION

All of the bearings in this tool are lubricated with a suffi-
cient amount of high grade lubricant for the life of the unit
under normal operating conditions. Therefore, no further
lubrication is required.

Only the parts shown on the parts list are intended to be
repaired or replaced by the customer. All other parts
should be replaced at a Sears Service Center.

A WARNING: If the power supply cord is damaged, it
must be replaced only by the manufacturer or by an
authorized service center to avoid risk.

A WARNING: If the power supply cord must be
replaced, replacement must be completed by the
manufacturer or an authorized service center to
avoid risk.

blies that should be periodically checked for wear.

B Unplug the impact wrench.

B With a flat head screwdriver, remove the brush caps.
The brush assembly is spring loaded and will pop out
when you remove the brush cap.

B Remove the brush assembly (brush and spring). Check
for wear. If worn, always replace in pairs. Do not re-
place one side without replacing the other.

B Replace the brush assembly.

B Replace the brush cover and tighten with a screw-
driver. Do not overtighten.
