The speed and depth of tilling is regu-
lated by the position of the depth stake
and wheel height.
The depth stake should always be below
the wheels for digging, it serves as a
brake to slow the tiller's forward motion to
enable the tines to penetrate the ground.

ADD GASOLINE

• Fill fuel tank. Use fresh, clean, regular
unleaded gasoline. (Use of leaded
gasoline will increase carbon and lead
oxide deposits and reduce valve life.)

IMPORTANT; When operating in tempera-
tures below 32°F(0°C), use fresh, clean,
winter grade gasoline to help insure good
cold weather starting.
_I_,WARNING: Experience indicates that
alcohol blended fuels (called gasohol or
using ethanol or methanol) can attract
moisture which leads to separation and
formation of acids during storage. Acidic
gas can damage the fuel system of an
engine while in storage. To avoid engine
problems, the fuel system should be
emptied before storage of 30 days or
longer. Drain the gas tank, start the
engine and let it run until the fuel lines
and carburetor are empty. Use fresh fuel
next season, See Storage section of this
manual for additional information. Never
use engine or carburetor cleaner prod-
ucts in the fuel tank or permanent
damage may occur.
_CAUTION: Fill to within 1/2 inch of top
of fue! tank to prevent spills and to allow
for fuel expansion.

• Soil conditionsare importantfor proper
tilling.Tines will not readilypenetrate
dry, hard soilwhich may contributeto
excessive bounceand difficulthandling
of your tiller.Hard soil shouldbe
moistenedbefore tilling;however,
extremelywet soil will "bell-up"or
clumpduringtilling.Wait untilthe soil is
less wet in orderto achievethe best
results.When tillingin the fall, remove
vinesand longgrassto preventthem
from wrappingaround the line shaft
and slowingyour tillingoperation.

* You will find tilling much easier, if you
leave a row untilled between passes.
Then go back between tilted rows
There are two reasons for doing this.
First, wide turns are much easier to
negotiate than about-faces. Second,
the tiller won't be pulling itself, and
you, toward the row next to it.

• Set depth stake and wheel height for
shallow tillingwben working extremely
hard soil or sod. Then work across the
first cuts at normal depth.

IMPORTANT: It is important to prevent
gum deposits from forming in essential
fuel system parts such as the carburetor,
luel filter, fuel hose, or tank during
storage, also, experience indicates that
alcohol blended fuels (called gaaohol or
using ethanol or methanol) can attract
moisture which leads to separation and
iormation of acids during storage. Acidic

NOTE: Fuel stabilizer is an acceptable
alternative in minimizing the formation of
fuel gum deposits during storage. Add
stabilizer to gasoline in fuel tank or
storage container. Always follow the mix
ratio found on stabilizer container. Run
engine at feast 10 minutes after adding
stabilizer to allow the stabilizer to reach
the'carburetor. Do not drain the gas tank
and carburetor if using fuel stabilizer.
ENGINE OIL

Drain oil (with engine warm) and replace
with clean oil. (See "ENGINE" in the
Maintenance section of this manual).
CYLINDER

1. Remove spark plug.
2. Pour I ounce (29 ml) of oil through

spark plug hole into cylinder.
3. Pull starter handle slowly several

times to distribute oil.
4. Replace with new spark plug.

OTHER

• Do not store gasoline from one seasor
to another.

• Replace your _asoline can if your can
starts to rust.

• If possible, store your unit indoors and
cover it to give protection from dust an
dirt.

• Cover your unit with a suitable protec-
tive cover that does not retain moisturr
Do not use plastic. Plastic cannot
breathe which allows condensation to
form and will cause your unit to rust.
