The battery pack tor this tocl has been shipped in a
low charge condition to preven possible problems.
Therefore, you should charge it at least 3 - 5 hours
prior to use.

Note: Batteries will not reach full charge the first time
they are charged. Allow several cycles (drilling
followed by recharging) for them to become fully
charged.

TO CHARGE

B Charge battery pack only with the charger
provided.

M Make sure power supply is normal house
voltage, 120 volts, 60 Hz, AC only.

B Connect charger to battery pack by inserting
charger plug into input jack, As shown in Figure 1,
input jack is located on the back side of battery
pack.

B Note: Battery pack can remain on your drill or be
removed while charging. When battery pack is out
of the drill, be careful not to touch both terminals
with a metal object. Touching both terminals with a
metal object will short out the battery pack.

W Make sure charger plug and input jack are properly .
conhecled.

B Connect charger to power supply.

@ The charge indicalor light (LED), located on the
battery pack, will light up and glow when the
charger is properly connected to power supply. This
Iight indicates the charger is operating properly. It
will remain on until charger is disconnected from
power supply. The light only glows while your tool is
charging, not during use.

W After normal usage, 3 to 5 hours of charging time is
required 1o be fully charged.
B The battery pack will become slightly warm to the touch

while charging. This is normal and does not indicate a
problem.

M Do not operate the tool while it is connected to the
charger. The driving abitity will not increase.

W Do not place charger in an area of extreme heat or
cold. it will work best at normal room temperature.

B When batteries become fully charged, unplug

charger from power supply and disconnect it from
battery pack.

VARIABLE SPEED

This tool has a variable speed switch that delivers
higher speed and lorque with increased frigger
pressure. Speed is controlled by the amount of switch
trigger depression.

Note: You might hear a whistling or ringing noise from
the switch during use. Do not be concerned, this is a
normal part of the switch function.

SWITCH LOCK

The switch trigger can be locked in the OFF position.
This feature can be used to prevent the possibility of
accidental starting when not in use. To lock switch
trigger, place the direction of rotation selector in
center position.

WARNING: Battery tools are always in
operating condition. Therefore, switch should
always be locked when not in use or carrying at
your side.

REVERSIBLE

This tool has the feature of being reversible. The
direction of rotation is controlied by a selector located
above the switch trigger. With the drill held in normal
operating position, the direction of rotation selector
should be positioned to the left of the switch for
drilling. The drilling direction is reversed when the
selector is to the right of the switch. When the seleclor
is in center position, the switch trigger is locked.

A CAUTION: To prevent gear damage, always
allow chuck to come to a complele stop before
changing the direction of rotation.

To stop, release switch trigger and allow the chuck to
come 10 a complele stop.

Your new drill has a keyless chuck. As the name implies,
you can hand tighten or release drill bits in the chuck
jaws. Grasp and hold the collar of the chuck with one
hand. Rotate the chuck body with your other hand. The
arrows on the chuck indicate which direction to rotate
the chuck body in order to LOCK (tighten) or UNLOCK
(release) the drill bit.

Do not force
or apply side pressure to elongate a hole.

TO RETIGHTEN A LOOSE CHUCK

The chuck may become loose on spindle and develop
a wobble. Also, the chuck screw may become loose
causing the chuck jaws to bind and prevent thern from
closing. To tighten, follow these steps:

B Lock the switch trigger by placing the direction of
rotation selector in center position,

Insert hex key wrench into chuck and tighten
chuck jaws securely. Tap hex key wrench sharply
with a mallet in a clockwise direction. This will
tighten chuck on the spindle.

Open the chuck jaws and remove hex key
wrench.

Tighten the chuck screw. Note: The chuck screw
has left hand threads.

MAINTENANCE

WARNING: When servicing, use only identical
Craftsman replacement parts.

BATTERIES

Your drill's battery pack is equipped with 7 nickel-
cadmium rechargeable batteries. Length of service
from each charging will depend on the type of work
you are doing.

The batteries in this tool have been designed to
provide maximum trouble free life. However, like all
batteries, they will eventually wear out. Do not
disassemble battery pack and attempt to replace the
batteries. Handling of these batteries, especially when
wearing rings and jewelry, could result in a sericus
burn.

To obtain the longest possible battery life, we suggest
the following:

B Store and charge your batteries in a cool area.
Temperatures above normal room temperature
will shorten battery life.

Never store batteries in a discharged condition,
Recharge them immediately after they are
discharged.

All batteries gradually lose their charge. The
higher the temperature the quicker they lose their
charge. If you store your tool for long periods of
time without using it, recharge the batteries every
month or two. This practice will prolong battery .
