BATTERIES

Your saewdriver is aquipped with 2 nickel-cadmium
rechargeable batteries. Length of service fromt wach
charging will depend on the type of wark you are doing.
The battaries in this tool have been designed to provide
maximum treuble free lifa. However, like all batteries, they
will eventually wear out. To remove baltleries, follow
BATTERY REMOVAL instructions. Handling of these
batteries, espacially when wearing rings and Jewelry,
could resuit in a serious burn.

To obtain the longast possible battery life, we suggest the
following:

i Store and charge your batteries in a cool area.
Temparatures above or below normal room
ternperature will shorten battery life.

B Nover slore batteries in a discharged condition.
Recharge them immediately after they are
discharged.

M Al batterles gradually lose their charge. The higher
the temperature the quicker they lose their charge. If
you store your tool for long periods of time without
using it, recharge the batteries evéry month or two.
This practice will prolong battery jife.
