TRAINING:

Read this operator's manual carefully. Become familiar with
the controls and know how to operate your mower properly.
Learn how to quickly stop mower.

Do not aliow children to use your mower. Never allow adults
1o use mower without proper instructions.

Keep the area of operation clear of all persons, especially
small children and pets.

Use mower only as the manufacturer intended and as de-
scribed in this manual.

Do not operate mower # it has been dropped or damaged in
any manner. Always have damage repaired before using
your mower.

Donotuse accessory attachments that are not recommended
by the manufacturer. Use of such attachments may be
hazardous.

The blade turns when the engine is running.

PREPARATION:

Always thoroughly check the area to be mowed and clear it of
all stones, sticks, wires, bones, and other foreign objects.
These objects will be thrown by the blade and can cause
severe injury,

Always wear safety glasses or eye shields when starting and
while using your mower.

Dress properly. Do not operate mower when barefoot or
wearing open sandals. Wear only solid shoes with good
traction when mowing.

Check fuel tank before starting engine. Do not fill gas tank
indoors, when the engine is running or when the engine is hot.
Allow the engine to cool for several minutes before filling the
gas tank., Clean off any spilled gasoline before starting the
angine,

Always make wheel height adjustments before starting your
mower, Never attempt to do this while the engine is running.

Mow only in daylight or good artificial light.

OPERATION:

*

Keep your eyes and mind on your mower and the area being
cut. Do not let other interests distract you.

Do not mow wet or slippery grass. Never run while operating
your mower, Always be sure of your footing - keep a firm hold
on the handles and walk.

Do not put hands or feet near or under rotaling parts. Keep
clear of the discharge opening at all times.

Always stop the engine whenever you leave or are not using
your mower, or before crossing driveways, walks, roads, and
any gravel-covered areas.

Never direct discharge of material toward bystanders nor
gllow anyone near the mower while you are operaling it.

Belore cleaning, inspecting, or repairing your mower, stop the
engine and make absolutely sure the blade and all moving
pans have stopped. Then disconnect the spark plug wire and
keep it away from the spark plug to prevent accidental
starting.

Do not continue to run your mower if you hit a foreign object.
Follow the procedure outlined above, then repair any dam-
age before restarting and operating you mower.

Do not change the governor seftings or overspeed the
engine. Engine damage or personal injury may result.

Do not operate your mower if it vibrates abnormally. Exces-
sive vibration is an indication of damage; stop the engine,
safely check for the cause of vibration and repair as required,

Do not run the engine indoors. Exhaust fumes are danger-
ous.

Never cut grass by pulling the mower towards you. Mow
across the face of slopes, never up and down or you might
lose yourfooting. Do notmow excessively steep slopes. Use
caution when operating the mower on uneventerrain orwhen
changing directions - maintain good footing.

Never operate your mower without proper guards, plates,
grass catcher or other safety devices in place.

MAINTENANCE AND STORAGE:

Check the blade and the engine mounting bolls often to be
sure they are tightened properly.

Check all bolis, nuts and screws at frequent intervals for
proper tightness to be sure mower is in safe working condi-
tion,

Keep all safety devices in place and working.

To reduce tire hazard, keep the engine free of grass, leaves
or excessive grease and oil,

Check grass catcher often for deterioration and wear and
replace worn bags. Use only replacement bags that are
recommended by and comply with specifications of the
manufacturer of your mower.

Always keep a sharp blade on your mower.
Allow engine to cool before storing in any enclosure.

Never store mower with fuel in the tank inside a building
where fumes may reach an open flame or an ignition source
such as a hot water heater, space healer, clothes dryer, etc.

Look for this symbol to point out im-
portant safety precautions. It means
CAUTION!!! BECOMEALERT!!! YOUR
SAFETY IS INVOLVED.

CAUTION: Always disconnect spark
plug wire and place wire where it can-
not contact spark plug in order to pre-
vent accidental starting when setting
up, transporting, adjusting or making
repars.

Read these instructions and this manual in its entirety
before you attempt {o assemble or operate your new lawn
mower. Your new lawn mower has been assembled at the
factory with the exception of those parts left unassembled
for shipping purposes.. All parts such as nuts, washers,
bolts, etc., necessary to complete the assembly have been
placed in the parts bag. To ensure safe and proper
operation of your lawn mower, all parts and hardware you
assemble must be tightened securely. Use the correct
tools as necessary 1o ensure proper tightness.

STARTING:

WARNING: Experience indicates that alcohol biended

fuels (called gaschol or using ethano! or methanol) can

attract moisture which leads to separation and formation of’

acids during storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel
system of an engine while in storage. To avoid engine
problems, the fuel system should be emptied before stor-
age of 30 days or longer. Drain the fuel tank, start the
engine and let it run until fuel lines and carburetor are
empty. Use fresh fuel next season. See Storage Instruc-
tions for additional information. Never use engine or
carburetor cleaner products in fuel tank or permanent
damage may occur.

Under certain conditions, such as very tall grass, it may
be necessary to raise the height of cut to reduce
pushing efforf and to keep from overloading the engine
“and leaving clumps of grass clippings.

* For extremely heavy cutting, reduce the width of cut
and raise the rear of the lawn mower housing one (1)
‘wheel adjuster sefting higher than the front for better
discharge of grass.

* ' For better grass bagging and most cutting cond;ttons
the engine speed should be setin the fast (4) position.

s When using a rear discharge lawn mower in moist,
heavy grass, clumps of cut grass may not enter the
grass cafcher. Reduce ground speed (pushing speed)
and/or run the lawn mower overthe area a secondtime.

« ifatrailofgrassclippingsisleftonthe right side of arear
discharge lawn mower,- mow in a clockwise direction
with a small overlap to collect the clippings on the next
pass.

.o Keep top of engine around starter clear and clean of
grass clippings and chalf. Thiswill help engine awf%ow
and extend engine life. ‘

»  Poresinciothgrasscatchers can become filled with dirt
and dust with use and catchers will collect less grass.
‘To prevent this, regularly hose catchers off with water
and let dry before using.



MULCHING MOWING TIPS

IMPORTANT: FOR BEST PERFORMANCE, KEEP
MOWER HOUSING. FREE OF BUILT-UP GRASS AND
TRASH, SEE “CLEANING” IN CUSTOMER
RESPONSIBILITIES SECTION OF THIS MANUAL.

The special mulching blade will recut the grass clip-
pings many times and reduce them in size so that as
they fall onto the lawn they will disperse into the grass
and not be noticed. Also, the muiched grass will
biodegrade quickly to provide nutrients for the lawn.
Always mulch with your highest engine (blade) speed

-as this will provide the best recutting action of the

blades.

Avoid cutting your lawnwhen itis wet. Wetgrassiends

to-form clumps and interferes with the muiching action.
The best time to mow yourlawn is the early afternocn,
At thistime the grass has dried and the newly cut area
will not be exposed to the direct sun.

For best results, adjust the lawn mower cutling height
so that the tawn mower cuts off only the top one-third
of the grass blades (See Fig. 10). i the lawn is
overgrown it will be necessary to raise the height of cut

1o reduce pushing effort and to keep from overioading |

the engine and feaving clumps of muiched grass. For

extremely heavy mulching, reduce your width of cut by
overlapping previously cut path and mow slowly.

Certain types of grass and grass conditions may re-
quire that an area be mulched a second time to com-
pletely hide the clippings. When doing a second cut,
mow across or perpendicular to the first cut path.

Change your cutting pattern from week 1o week. Mow
northto south one week thenchange io eastiowest the
nextweek, This will help prevent matting and graining
of the lawn. ‘

A new spark plug
and clean/new air filter element assures proper air-fuel
mixture and helps your engine run better and last
longer.
