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The Front Panel:
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1. INPUT: Use this jack to connect your
guitar to the amplifier by means of a shield-
ed instrument cable.

OVERDRIVE CHANNEL: A high gain channel
giving you sounds from a slight edge to
serious overdrive.

2. GAIN: Use this control to adjust the
amount of distortion for the Overdrive chan-
nel.

3. LEVEL: Use this control to adjust the
output level of the Overdrive channel.

4. OVERDRIVE/CLEAN: Use this switch
to select the Overdrive or Clean channel.
