BSHO09B Bluetooth Stereo Headset Structure
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Primarily Operation
1. Switch on: In the off state, press and hol d multifunction key for 3 seconds
until the blue LED light 3 seconds.

2. Switch off: In the on state, press and hold multifunction key for 7 seconds
until red LED light 3 seconds

Battery charging and low voltage alert.
Correct connecting charging cable, the red LED light during charging, and
light off after charging full. It costs 2-3 hours. The power use out soon,when
the red LED flash one time every 7 seconds, and hear alert prompt every
30seconds, you have to charge it right now. If not, the headset will be turn

off automatically after 5-10 minutes.

Notice:
If disconnection occurs, please check the fol lowing factors:
1.Ensure that the headset has enough power, is turned on and has been
successfully paired to the mobile.
2.The Bluetooth function of the mobile is enabled.
3. Check whether the range between the headset and mobileis over 10 meters,
or thereis wall or other disturbance or other el ectrical devices between headset
and mobile.
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4. Bluetooth music devices or the music devices with Bluetooth connector
/Bluetooth stereo dongle must support A2DP.

5. Some mobile can't support the switching between music and calling for
Bluetooth connection, it caused the function lost that switch betw een music
and phone call by headset.

Battery information:

Your device is powered by a rechargeable battery. The full performance of
anew battery is achieved only after two or three complete charge and discharge
cycles. The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but it
will eventually wear out. Please cut the connection between charger and
headset when not charging. Do not leave a fully charged battery connected to
a charger, since overcharging may shorten battery lifetime. If Ieft unused,
a fully charged battery will lose power with time past. Leaving the devicein
hot or cold places, suchas in closed car in summer or winter conditions,
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3. Paring mode: In the off state, press and hold the multifunction key 7 seconds
until redandblue LED flash alternatively.

4. Answer a call: Press the multifunction key one time while the call coming
to answer from the headset.

5. End a call: Pressthe multifunction key one time while the talking state to
enda call from the headset

6. Reject a call: Press and hold multifunction key about 3S until thereisa
prompt sound from the headset to reject the incoming call.

7. Voice dialing: Under the headset and mobile connecting state, press and
hold multifunction key 3S until you hear a beep prompt to operate the voice
dialing. To use this function, your mobile must support this option.

8. Redial number: Under the headset and mobile connecting state, press
multifunction key two times until hear beep prompt to redial the last dialed
number.

9. Play / Pausemusic: In the standby state, press multifunction key one time
to play or pause music

10: Vol +: Under talking or music state, press “Vol+” one time, the volume
up a degree. Press the button and hear beep prompt that's the max volume.

11. Play previous song: Press andhold the “ Vol +” for 35 to play the previous
song.

12. Vol -: Under talking or music state, press Vol- one time, the volume down
a degree.. Press the button and hear beep prompt that's the min volume.

13. Play next song: Press and hold the Vol- for 3s to play the next song.

14. On/ off mute: Press “Vol +” & “Vol-” for 3s until hear beep prompt to
turn on /off MIC .

Important operation notice
Bluetooth paring

Bluetooth paring is professional word for Bluetooth products use : it

makes the Bluetooth devices to wireless connect via simple operation. For

example, you have to use the Bluetooth function built-in mobilephone to

search Bluetooth device ,if you want to use the mobile and Bluetooth headset,

then take the option , pair and connect by password.

BSHO09B Bluetooth Stereo Headset Paring:
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1. Make sure the headset under off state( see Switch on/off)

2. Press and hold multifunction key for 7s until red and blue LED flash
alternatively.

3. Follow the operating instruction of your Bluetooth mobile phone to start
the pairing process, Typically, this is done by going toa “Connect” or “Setup”
menu and then sel ecting the option to search the Bluetooth devices.

4. The mobile will find BSH09B and ask whether you are willing to connect
your mobile with the headset. Press “Yes” or “Confirm” to confirm this
action.

5. Enter password or PIN 0000,and press “ Yes” or “Confirm” .

(Notice: Ifthe connection is successful, the blue LED of the headset will
flash 3 times. Then blue LED will flash one time every 7 seconds. If the paring
is unsuccessful, THE red and blue LED still flash alternatively. You please
turn off the headset and paring again.

Voice dialing(dialing a number by saying a name)

Thevoice dialing is available, if the voicerecognition turn on, and headset
connected have been setup .

1. Press multifunction key ofthe headset one time, you will hear a beep prompt.
2. Say the name of the person you wish to call loudly

(Notice: That s key to make sure your mobile phone support voice dialing
function)

Play music

Press the multifunction key one time to play or pause music when mobile is
notin talking state.

(Notice: Some stereo mobile phone with not good compatibility. You have to
follow this operation if want to make the stereo working normaly:
First,your mobile phone must support stereo. Second, make sure the connection
isfrom your mobile to stereo headset. That's mean when you turn on again
headset after the switch off, the headset will connect with mobile automatically,
then cut connect by mobile, re-connect by mobile to headset, you coul duse
the stereo function normally).
