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8 Troubles Shooting

8.1 The first startup of MID is slow.

After the MID system is wupgraded, the first startup needs to install the
pre-installedapplication software, the lead time is around 2-3 minutes, and the startup afterwards
will be much quicker.

8.2 MID can’t connect to WIFI.
® Make sure the wireless router of internet service can work normally.

® Ensure the MID and wireless router in a certain distance, and no wall or
other barrier between them.

® Ensure the username and password are both correct.
8.3 MID heating

When many application procedures are used in the meanwhile, or the brightness of the screen
opens to the lightest or undercharging. The temperature of the device rises. It is normal.

8.4 Email can’t be set or Registration of application procedure.
