2. Install the two Nonswivel Casters at the other end using four 5/16-18 x 5/8” Capscrews and 
Lock Nuts in each.

3. Attach the Inside Tube to the Frame.

Nota Cart:
Attach the Inside Tube to the inside of the Frame at the Swivel Caster end using 
two 5/16-18 x 11/2" Capscrews and Lock Nuts. The Capscrews are inserted from the outside 
of the Frame, see “Replacement Parts List” on page 4 for clarification. Be sure to use 
the proper holes for the Nota chair, see the illustration below.

All other Carts:
Attach the Inside Tube to the inside of the Frame at the Nonswivel Caster end using 
two 5/16-18 x 11/2" Capscrews and Lock Nuts. The Capscrews are inserted from the outside 
of the Frame, see “Replacement Parts List” on page 4 for clarification. Be sure to use 
the proper holes for the intended chair model, see the illustrations below.

With the velcro side facing up, attach the Outside Tube to the outside of the Frame at the other
end (Nonswivel Caster end) using two 5/16-18 x 11/2" Capscrews and Lock Nuts. The Capscrews
are inserted from the outside of the Frame, see “Replacement Parts List” on page 4 for
clarification. Be sure to use the proper holes for the Nota chair, see the illustration below.

All other Carts:
With the velcro side facing up, attach the Outside Tube to the outside of the Frame at the other
end (Swivel Caster end) using two 5/16-18 x 11/2" Capscrews and Lock Nuts. The Capscrews are
inserted from the outside of the Frame, see “Replacement Parts List” on page 4 for clarification.
Be sure to use the proper holes for the intended chair model, see the illustrations below.

7. Be sure that all Capscrews and Locknuts are tightened securely before using the Move & Store Cart.
