8. To disconnect, turn all controls to the off (“0”) position, then remove plug from

outlet.

10. Keep fingers away from all moving parts. Special care is required around the sewing

machine needle.

ii. Always use the proper needle plate. The wrong plate can cause the needle to break.

12. Do not use bent needles.

ii Do not pull or push fabric while stitching. It may deflect the needle causing it to

break.

14. Unplug the sewing machine when making any adjustments in the needle area,

such as threading needle, changing needle, threading bobbin, or changing

presser foot, etc.

15. Always unplug sewing machine from the electrical outlet when removing covers,

lubricating, or when making any other user servicing adjustments mentioned in the

instruction manual.

Replace the foot with the

hemmer foot.

2. Fold over the fabric edge by about 3mm and place it under the foot. Secure tne

folded edge with a few stitches. Take out the workplece and draw the hem

into the hemmer foot by pulling the threads.

3. Lower the foot and sew the hem.

4. Durning sewing, fold the fadric to the left a little and allow it to run into the

hemmer foot.

5. Make sure that the facric does not move under the right half or the foot, The

fabric must be fed into the scroll of the hemmer sutficently so that the work

piece edge runs freely through the groove under the foot.

Only suitable materials can be used and some practice may be necessary to acneive

best results.
