Once the address has been inputted, select the
desired route preference(s) for the trip. When

the yellow bar appears, the preference has been
selected. For example, if Toll Roads is not selected,
the system will route over non-toll roads which
may take longer to reach the destination.

One of three routes may be chosen for the trip.
Quick offers the shortest route by time; Alt is the
second fastest route; Short is the most direct based
upon driven mileage. The system does not account
for traffic signals or traffic flow.
