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REFER TO FIG. 1
@ Attach Hitch Bracket (2) to Pull Bar (3) using the two
7/16" x 1 3/4" Plow Bolts (13) Lock Washers (18), and
Hex Nuts (16). Finger tighten only.




REFER TOFIG. 2
@ Attach Tie Bar (9) and the two Frame Angles (4) to the
Pull Bar (3) as shown, using three 1/2" x 1 1/2" Hex
Bolts (10), Lock Washers (19), and Hex Nuts {15).

. REFERTOFIG. 3

® Assemble Tie Straps (5) to Pull Bar with a 1/2" x 2"
Hex Bolt (11), Lock Washer (19), and Hex Nut (15).

@ Align the Tie Bars with appropriate holes on each of
the Frame Angles. Note: The holes used should be
selected to create the desired width of cultivation.
The forward most holes provide the widest path of
cuitivation, and the rearmost holes the narrowest.
® Secure the Tie Bars to the Frame Angles with 172" x
1 1/2" Hex Bolts (10), Lock Washers (19), and Hex Nuts
(18)." :

REFER TO FiG. 4 .
® Assemble six Rigid Shanks to the Frame Angles,
securing with 1/2" x 1-1/2" Hex Bolts (10), Lock
Washers (19), and Hex Nuts (15). ‘
® When assembling for in-between row cuitivation; the
extra Shank must be mounted to the center of the
Cultivator, using the same hole and bolt used to fasten
Tie Bars to puil bar, as shown. _ o
? Set all Shanks to run straight in the direction of travel.

REFER TOFIG. 5
® Assemble the Gauge Shoe Halves (7) using two 3/8"
X 1" Carriage Bolts (12), Plain Washers (20), Lock
Washers (17), and Hex Nuts (14).
® Attach to Frame Angles as shown, using 1/2"x 1-1/2"
Hex Bolts (10), Lock Washers (19), and Hex Nuts (15).

MOUNTING ADJUSTMENT
® Agtach Cuitivator to your Tractor Hitch in lowered
position.
® Adjust Hitch Bracket on Cultivator to obtain desired
depth of cultivator.
® Cultivator should be parallel to ground. Adjust 7/16"
Plow Bolts (Fig.1.) to level Cultivator Shanks.
® pull Bar may be inverted to increase depth of
‘cultivation. . _
® Adjust Gauge Shoes to maintain depth. Tighten ail
‘bolts securely. ‘ ’
IMPORTANT: Cultivator must be Stabilized to
eliminate "side to side” movement when Cultivating
crops. This is an adjustment on the Sleeve Hitch,
made using the Adjusting Boits (at each side of
Sleeve Hitch Mounting Tube) and Stabilizer Plate
supplied with Sleeve Hitch. Refer to Sieeve Hitch
Manual.




OPERATION

® Cuitivate at a slow tractor speed.

& Additional weight Is not normally required for
cultivating light soil. However, it is necessary when soil
is heavy, crusted, and/or thickly weeded, in order to
improve the cuitivator’s penetration and stability.

® A concrete block should be attached to the center of
the pull bar with the 3/8" x 9-1/2" Rod Tie-down, Plain
Washer, Lock Washer, and Hex Nut furnished. _

® Cultivating depth can be controlled by use of
adjustabie Gauge Shoes (item 7, Fig.8).

CUSTOMER RESPONSIBILITY

® The cultivator is essentially maintenance-free,
however, as with any steel product, it can rust. For rust

on Gauge Shoes and Shanks, apply a light coat of oil.
