1. Insert the floppy disk into drive A.

2. Change the current directory to drive A.

3. Type TD208 after confirming the sign “>” and press the Enter key.
– The initial screen appears.

£ After the initial screen appears, you can remove the included disk and insert
a database file disk to save the data.

£ If your monitor is monochrome and you cannot see the cursor easily, exit the
programming mode and re-type TD208/MONO.

£ If you need an explanation of the system and its operations, press F4 (Help)
on the initial screen.  A Help screen will appear.

£ This program is guaranteed to work with MS-DOS only.  It is not guaranteed
with MS-DOS in Windows.
