5. Attaching the Bonzai Mini-Drive to the USB port of the Computer

A.  Removetheprotective cover onthe USB port of thedevice.

B. Bonza Mini-Drivescan beconnected to the USB port of your computer, either by directly plugging the Bonzai Mini-Driveto the USB port onyour
computer or by using theincluded USB extension cable. To connect using the USB extension cable, connect thelarger connector on the extension
cableto the Bonzai Mini-Drive. Connect the other end of the extension cableto the USB port on your computer.

Note: If the Bonzai Mini-Drive or the USB cable does not seem to fit properly in the USB port on your computer, turn the Drive/Cable over

and reconnect to the USB port. Make sure that it is properly seated. If you are unable to directly connect the Bonzai Drive to the USB

port of your device, connect the Bonzai drive to the USB cable and connect the other end of the USB cable to the USB port of your
computer.

6. Recognizing the Drive, Reading and Writing data to the Bonzai Mini-Drive
Bonzai Mini-Driveisaplug-n-play device which meansthat you can safely insert and remove the device from the USB port without restarting your
computer. Also, please notethat LED light flickerswhen the cardisbeing used.

Doubleclick theMy Computer icon, the Bonzai Mini-Drive gppears as aremovable hard drive . In Apple OS, insart the Bonza Mini-Driveinto a
USB dot. The Bonza Mini-Driveshows up as anicon on thedesktop. Y ou can transfer filesto and from the Bonzai M ini-Drive as you would with any
ordinary disk drive. Make sure not to removetheMini-Drive, when the datais being read or written to the card.

Note: If the Drive isnot recognized, make surethat the Bonzai Driveisfirmly seated inthe USB port and the flash card insdethe Bonzai Driveisfirmly
Seated.

Make sure not to remove the drive, when the data is being read or written in the drive. Removing the drive while data is being
transferred can delete all data on the drive and/or freeze your computer.

In Windowsit is recommended thet you "stop” the drive before removing from the USB port. In Mac OS, drag the Bonzal Drive icon on
the Desktop to the trash bin and gently remove the drive from the USB port.

9. Removing the Flash Card from the Bonzai Drive and Upgrading to a Higher Capacity

the market.

C. SidetheWriteProtect Switchto"lock™ position and re-insart the card intothedrive. Make surethe card isfirmly seated and closethe cover as
indicated in Step 9.

Note:When the Write Protect Switchisin"lock" position, you cannot format or writethe datainto the card.
