2. Charge the battery while it is connected to the DVD player.

1. To charge the battery pack directly, connect the AC/DC
adapter to the DC IN jack on the left side of the battery pack.
Connect the power plug into the outlet .

The battery pack charge indicator will turn red and the battery
pack will start to charge.

When the battery pack is fully charged, the battery pack charge
indicator will turn green.

2. To charge the battery pack while it is connected to the DVD
player, make sure the POWER OFF of DVD player.

1.Storage Temperature and Humidity

(Short-term)

In a dry location with low humidity(Max.85%), no corrosive gases,
at a temperature range of -20 °C to 45°C.

In a location where humidity is extremely high or with
temperature below -20°C or above 45°C, the metallic parts of
battery will rust and result in electrolyte leakage due to expansion
or contraction in parts composed of organic materials.

1.Long-term Storage (2 years,-20°C to 35°C)

As long-term storage can accelerate battery self-discharge and
lead to the deactivation of reactants, locations where the
temperature ranges between 10°C and 30°C are suitable for
long-term storage.

When charge for the first time after long-term storage,
deactivation of reactants may have led to increased battery
voltage and decreased battery capacity.
