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Prepare Tablet For Use
Before using your iMMPad Wireless Tablet you will want to make sure the battery is charged and
the pen battery has been installed.
� To charge your iMMPad simply plug the USB Charging Cable into the pad and any open

USB port on your computer.   The pad will require approximately two hours to ensure a full
charge.

Upon first use the tablet will need to be synchronized with the USB RF Receiver. NOTE:
Make sure the MacroKey Manager software has been installed first.
q To link the tablet and receiver:
ü Power on the tablet (hold the power button for 3 seconds or more)
ü Press the round button on the USB Receiver (it will flash blue)
ü Press the red button on the back of the tablet
ü The pad’s LCD display will now indicate the tablet is connected (the tablet will be

assigned an ID number and this will be shown in the display, I.e. “001”, and the
signal tower icon will appear in the LCD display)

The MacroKey Manager can also be found in
your system tray.  The application icon will show
‘grayed out’ when the tablet is not linked to the PC,
and will show ‘white’ when the tablet is connected.
