Installing the Transmitter’s
Battery

The transmitter requires one 9-volt
battery for power. We recommend an
alkaline batery, suth as RadioShack._
Cat. No. 23-552. -

Installing the Streetquake's
Batteries

The Triton Streetquake requires Six
AA batteries for power. For the best

perfarmance and longest life, we
recommend alkaline batteries,

You can also use rechargeable nickel-
cadmium batteries (Cat. No. 23-125)
with a battery charger (not supplied),
available at ycur local RadioShack
slare,

Follow these steps to install batteries
in the Streetquake.

1. Slide ON/OFF on the bottomn of the
carto OFF.

2. Slide Lock/Open beside the
battery compartment's Covef to

open, then lift the cover to open it.

3. Put the batteries in the cormpart-
ment according ta the polarity
syrmbols (+ and =) marked inside. *

4. Close the cover and slide Lock /
Open beside the battery com-
partment's Cover to lock it.
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If your Streetquakejmoves siowly of
not at all, replace its batteries.

Notes:

- If you will not be using the Street-
quake for several days, remove the
batteries. Battaries can leak chemi-
cals that can damage your car's
alectrenic parts.

Your Streetquake can use
rechargeable nickel-cadmium
batteries. At thejend of the
batteries’_useful life,they must be
recycled or disposed &f properly.
Contact your local, €OUNY, of
state hazardous waste Mmanagament
authorities for infor mation on
recycﬁi_ng or disposal pregrams

in your area. Some options that
might be available are: municipal
curbside collection, drop-off boxes
at retailers such as your local
Ra-dicShack stere, recycling
collection centers, and mail-back
programs.

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HELPFUL HINTS

The following hints help you get the
most enjoyment from your Stréetquake

* Running your car continuously for |
fong periods causes the most
wear and tear on the motor. To
help keep heat [evels down, when
your car's battery power dies, let
the car coct at least 10 minutes
before installing new batteries.

= If tha car moves slowly, and you
have installed fresh baferies,
check tha wheel mechanisms

and remove any lint, thread, hair,
or dust you see,

= You cannot operate your car near
devices with {ransmilters that use
the same frequency as your car
{27 MHz or 48 MHz). Check your
car's bex for its frequency.

= If someone uses a CB nearby, it
might interfere with control of the
car. If this happens, move the car
away from the CB.
