OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Please read carefully before starting to operate. It is recommended to operate the
vehicle under the adult supervision. Not recommended for children under 4 years
of age.

Keep the instruction manual for future reference.

Note: Cannot play 2 vehicles together in the same frequency.

Batteries Requirement

- One 9V battery for the transmitter. (Not included)

- Six 1.5V AA batteries for the vehicle. (Not included)

- Two LR44 button cell batteries for the fog light. (Included)
- Alkaline batteries recommended.

BATTERY INSTALLATION

ON THE TRANSMITTER

1) Slide ON/OFF to OFF.

2) Open the battery compartment cover.

3) Insert one 9V battery in the back compartment according to the polarity
symbols (+and -) marked inside.
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Note: Dispose of old batteries

promptly and properly; do not
burn or bury them.

CAUTION

- Do not aim the bullet at eyes and face.

- Use missiles supplied by the

manufacturer only.

Do not mix battery types.

Do not mix old and new batteries.
