All Daylight Saving Time (DST) and Leap Year adjustment are made
automatically by the SmartSet” internal computer as follows:

At 2:00 AM on the 2nd Sunday in March, the clock will automatically advance
to 3:00 AM

End of Daylight Saving time:
At 3:00 AM on the 1st Sunday in November, the clock will automatically reset
to 2:00 AM

Leap Year:
At 12:00 Midnight on February 28th, the calendar display will change t0"2.29".

Daylight Saving Time is NOT observed in Hawaii, American Samoa, Guam, Puerto
Rico, the Virgin Islands and in most of Arizona, with exception of the Navajo Indian
Reservation in Arizona. If you do not want the clock to adjust itself automatically
according to Daylight Saving Time, you can disable it by pressing and holding the
Idor P buttons for about 5 seconds until ‘d5E’ ‘0n’ shown on the display which
means the auto Daylight Saving Time has been enabled (‘On' by default).Press the
I4or P button accordingly to toggle between 'OFF' and 'On’ for both DST start and
end dates. Leave it idle for a few seconds to store your new DST settings and resume
to clock mode.

NOTE: If you manually adjust the time, your new setting is entered into the
SmartSet® memory. If the power is interrupted, the display will return to your
new setting, not the original setting, when the power is restored.
