Mounting the Access Point 
A) Attach the mounting bracket to the ceiling / wall using the provided 

mounting kit. C 

B) Insert the provided short screws into the mounting holes to fix the bracket to the 
ceiling/wall. 

C) Check the align mark between unit and bracket in the right place. Then, the power and 
ethernet cable can smoothly pass through the groove space.

A) Attach the T-rail holder to the bottom cover of the bracket. Also mount bracket to 
the unit by rotating 45 degree to secure it in place. 

B) Insert the provided screw into the T-rail holder. 

C) Line up the connected T-rail holder with an approiately sized and press the unit 
onto the rail unit it snaps into space.
