Each vehicle is different, so it may take between 6 andvgstbefore this will happen.

Insert ignition key into cylinder and turn to ACC pasi within five seconds of step 2.
4. Push the 7/8 and 9/0 buttons on the keypad simultaneous! (OO O@@Je hazard warning lamps Wit flash twice.
