BLUETOOTH® 2.1 CONNECTIVITY

Wirelessly connect to your Smartphone, tablet, or laptop.
The BloX speaker is compatible with most devices
equipped with Bluetooth® 2.1 or above. Audible voice
prompts guide you through the connection process.

HANDS-FREE PHONE ANSWERING
Make and answer calls on your mobile phone, hands-free.

WIRED CONNECTION OPTION

Connect your speaker to any device equipped with
a standard @ 3.5mm audio jack using the included
auxiliary cable.

RECHARGEABLE LI-ION BATTERY
Supplies up to 6 hours of operating time.
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FIRST-TIME BATTERY CHARGING

Fully charge your speaker before using. Connect the unit to
the USB port on your computer, or to a USB Wall Charger or
Car Charger, using the included Micro USB charging cable.
The Charging Indicator LED will light up red. Once charging is
complete, the indicator light will turn off. Full charging time
is approximately 3 hours. A full charge will provide up to

6 hours of playing time.

POWER ON/OFF
Slide Power button to the left. The unit will announce
“Welcome” Slide Power button to the right to turn the unit off.

PAIRING

The unit will automatically go into Bluetooth® search mode

when you turn it on. Turn on the Bluetooth® mode on your

phone or other device. The Mode Indicator LED (blue light)

will flash quickly, and the voice prompt will announce,
“Waiting to connect to Bluetooth device.”

Find the pairing name “ BloX Speaker " in your device’s

Bluetooth® settings, click on it, and wait for connection. If
asked for a password, enter 0000 and confirm. The light will
slowly flash blue when a connection is established.

The voice prompt will announce, “Connected to Bluetooth
Device!”

To disconnect Bluetooth®, press and momentarily hold the
PLAY/PAUSE button for 3 seconds.

PLAY/PAUSE

Quickly depress the PLAY/PAUSE button to play or pause.
Press and hold the button for 3 seconds to disconnect
Bluetooth®.

VOLUME CONTROL

Press the “—” button to decrease the volume in steps.

When beep sounds, volume is at lowest point. Press the “+"
button to increase the volume in steps.

When beep sounds, volume is at maximum point.
PREVIOUS/NEXT

Press and hold the “—” button to rewind to the previous song.
Press and hold the “+” button to skip to the next song.

PHONE ANSWERING

When connected to your phone in the Bluetooth® mode,

an incoming call will automatically transfer to your speaker.
Music will automatically pause during a call and resume
after the call.

Press the PLAY/PAUSE button to answer a call, or hold the
button down to reject an incoming call.
Press the button again to hang up.

WIRED CONNECTION

Connect your speaker to any audio device equipped with

a standard @ 3.5mm audio jack using the included auxiliary
cable. Note: When the speaker is connected via the audio jack,
the Bluetooth® function is disabled.

The Mode Indicator LED will light red.

PRECAUTIONS

Always store the unit with the power off.

Avoid storing in places that are subject to extreme
temperatures or high humidity.

Store in well-ventilated areas.

Make sure to recharge the battery if the unit is not in
operation for a long period.

Keep the unit away from dirt, dust and liquids.

Do not attempt to open the unit up.

Do not immerse the unit in water or other liquid.
Keep the unit away from children.

Make sure the speaker is charged.

The speaker does not support connection of more
than one output device at a time.
