1. Why is there no power even when the
Speaker is power on?

Ans: Ensure the battery is being charged up
to 6 hours for first time using. The LED is
lighted when it starts charging.

2.There is no sound when playback.

Ans: Check the connection between speaker
with phone or computer, if the connection is
not established, please reconnect again.
Make sure the speaker is paired and
connected with your target phone or other
master device.
