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6. CHARGING YOUR DEVICES

The Sonick Plus also serves as a 30W charging station for your devices. It can
power up to four USB-enabled devices at lightning speed at the same time,
thanks to its revolutionary Ai Charge Technology.

To power or charge up a device such as a smartphone with the Sonick Plus,
first plug the Sonick Plus into a standard grounded outlet. Next, using a
standard USB cable, plug your device into one of the USB ports on the Sonick
Plus speaker’s charging dock, then plug the other end into your device
needing to charge.

1. POWER ON/OFF

To turn your Sonick Plus on, press and hold down the atomi trademark logo (in
between the “-" and “+" volume control buttons), which acts as the “Power”
button. The device should power on within three seconds. You will hear a
musical sound, letting you know that the speaker is now on.

TO POWER OFF: Press and hold down the atomi trademark logo. You will
hear another musical sound, indicating that the speaker is now off.

NOTE: After several minutes of non-use, the Sonick Plus will power off on its
own, in order to conserve its battery.

2. BLUETOOTH®
Any Bluetooth®-enabled device (4.1) can be paired with the Sonick Plus.

A. Turn on your Bluetooth® device and activate it by turning on the
Bluetooth® mode. You can find the Bluetooth® menu in the Options or
Settings menus on your device.

B. Power on the Sonick Plus. When the Sonick Plus is turned on, a flashing
blue light will appear next to the Bluetooth® logo on the speaker. The
speaker will then enter an auto-pairing mode and attempt to pair with a
nearby Bluetooth® device.

C. Once turned on, the Sonick Plus should appear on your device’s
Bluetooth® list. If a message such as “Not Paired” or “Not Connected”
appears, select "Sonick Plus" to connect.

D. Once pairing is successful, you will see a solid (non-flashing) blue light next
to the Bluetooth® logo on the Sonick Plus speaker.

You may now play music on the Sonick Plus through your device. The next
time the Sonick Plus is powered on, it will automatically link with the last
paired Bluetooth® device. To pair with a new device, follow steps A-D above.

NOTE: A Bluetooth® device must be within 33ft. of the Sonick Plus to be
paired with it.




3. PLAYING MUSIC WITH THE SONICK PLUS

The atomi trademark logo, in between the “-" and “+” volume control buttons,
serves as the “Play/Pause” button for the speaker. Simply press the logo in
order to play or pause your music as you like.

To adjust the volume of the Sonick Plus, use the volume controls directly from
your Bluetooth® device. Or use the volume up and volume down (+ -)
buttons directly on the speaker itself.

4. USING THE MICROPHONE

The Sonick Plus provides you with a microphone, also Bluetooth®-enabled. It
is located at the right side of the volume up “+" button on the speaker. This
allows you to use the device as your own personal speakerphone when taking
calls while connected to Bluetooth®. To take advantage of this feature, just
transfer the voice to the Sonick Plus when answering a call.

NOTE: The incoming call will be heard on the Sonick Plus, and your voice will
be picked up by the microphone. Please have the microphone facing towards
you, and keep a close proximity to the microphone to ensure your voice is
clear to the listener.

5. CHARGING THE SONICK PLUS

To charge or power up the Sonick Plus, first plug the Sonick Plus into a
standard grounded outlet. Then, place the speaker in the center groove of the
4 USB-port charging dock. You will notice a pair of small metallic magnets on
the underside of the Sonick Plus. In order to charge the device, these magnets
need to be placed on top of the two small metal tips in the charging dock.

When you do this correctly, you will feel the Sonick Plus click into place on
the charging dock. The red charging light, next to the charging battery symbol
on the Sonick Plus (near the volume down “-" button), will turn on as well.

The Sonick Plus can also be charged using the micro-USB cable which comes
included with the Sonick Plus. Just insert the cable into the Sonick Plus as
demonstrated in picture #5, then plug the cable’s other end into a wall or

car charger.

The Sonick Plus will stay charged as long as it remains connected to a power
source. The speaker requires a maximum of 4-5 hours to completely recharge.
Battery life is approximately 15 hours at moderate-volume listening.
